The occupation of the district, the
message states, was systematically
carried out by the government troops.
Considerable quantities of arms were
captured; the losses on the govern-
ment side are declared not to have
been heavy. The bestial acts of cruelty
by the Spartacans have been fully
confirmed.

31nny Rebels Executed.
Berlin. Germany. March 15-- (By

Associated Press.) Sparta can forces,
under pressure from government
troops, using artillery and mine
throwers, were abandoning their po-

sitions In IJchtenberg. Wednesday
morning. The government forces took
a large snmber of prisoners, many
of whom TBare executed summarily.

Little Chance of Escape.

About half the prisoners
were soldiers and marines.

the Spartacan areas. Quantities or
arras and ammunition are being found
and many prisoners are being taken.
