Berlin, Germany. March 24. y the
Associated press). ttecent events
Budapest were not the result of the
entente note, outlining tne new
boundary between Hungary and Ru-
mania, according to the Vosslsche
Zeitung, wnich says that the situa-
tion there waa hopeless before the
note was delivered. Communists
were unemployed and have been ig-

nored by the Socialist ministers, ac-
cording to the newspapers.

Mass demonstrations began last
Wednesday, when demands were maoe
that every unemployed person receive
a sum of 500 crowns for relief, besides
payment of house rent and a reduc-
tion of food prices by one half.

Itetolt Already Impending.
The newspaper declares that the

revolution was impending hen the
entente note arrived and count
Michael Karolyi. the premier, seized
the opportunity, in his farewell proc-
lamation, to represent himself as a
friend of the proletariat.

A special dispatch to the Freihelt,
announces the disarmament of entente
troops at Budapest. It is not con-
firmed, however, and appears quest-
ionable.

Is Red Missionary Work.
That the seizure of power by the

Hnuearlan communists Is the result
of Russian Bolshevik missionary work
and financing seems apparent from
the history ot the movement, sia
K.un (or Kufan), the new foreign min-
ister, who probably was the man who
formulated the communistic proclama-
tion, spent a long time in Kussia as a
prisoner and there made the acquain-
tance of Nikolai JLenine and Leon
Trotzky. He was originally chosen
to organize the Spartacan-Bolsfaevi- k

movement in tiermany. but went, in-
stead, to Hungary.

The Hungarian Socialists would
have nothing to do with Kan. and he,
thereupon founded the communist
party.
