Modern Army Chaplain
Gets His Message Home,
But Oh, So Differently.

As Abe Martin might ask. "what has
become of the old time minister who
nraelMd hell's rlre and thouailt It a
sin to do anything hut pray, preach
and praise in a church!"

He has Just about vanished, and.
strange as it may seem, he disap-
peared along with the army canteen (

and other evils that ran coincident
with bis popularity.

In the days of the old time preacher,
vhn vhorted until he was red in the
fsce, prayed until he was exhausted
and then nan nis consregauon uw
hymns until it was aH tired out, one
soldier in the army drank more boose
than 4S do today and the canteen
openly sold liquor to the man as it
sells him chocolate and picture postal
cards today.

There Is now a new regime of re-
ligion In the army, along with the
chocolate post card canteen and the
absence of red liquor and beer on the
military reservation.

The old time preacher with bis or-

gan and choir would have been
shocked at a Sunday night service
opening with "My Wild Irish Rose"
and "Just a Girl and a Boy." and clos-
ing with a three-re- el moving picture
featuring a burglar and a rich young
sport eloping with a girl In a motor
boat, with a sermon IS minntes In
length aandwlehed In between.

The Difference.
But the old time preacher would

have had about ten listeners from a
regiment of men and the rest would
have been in the canteen or In some
of tbe dance balls that surrounded all
army posts in those days.

Today It is different. Take the
service by chaplain W. B. Zimmer-man- n

at the 82nd field artillery Sun-
day night as typical. The great recre-

ation hall was full of men there must
have been 5ML There was no droning,
wheezy organ, but a piano, 'terna-tlona- l

pitch," and a man at It who Is
more at home with ragtime than with
b,Flrst. however, the regimental band
played a concert of an hour upon the
stage classical and ragtime alternat-
ing.

know you are all familiar with it for
I gave Bibles to all of you recently
and I know anything the chaplain
asks you to read, that you read.
There was a point to the talk, how-
ever, and the chaplain drove It home
well. The point was that a man must
stick to whatever he starts, if he is
to be a success, and that he can t ac-

cumulate money or fame unless Be
sticks, and It was punctured through-
out with stories some of them about
Ions snd elephants and even a little

reference to the regiment's Prowess
in athletics and a soft, though pointed
Jibe at its weakness In the boxing
matches of the brigade.

And the Men Smoke.
Then came the moving pictures.
And the men smokedctgarets and

pipes throughout the service.
There were no prayers, no exhor-

tations to --come forward now- - a nd te --

tlfy or offer your hands In foUowship.
nothing of that sort. It was just a
dean, wholesome Sunday night en-

tertainment that kept the men in
camp, away from any outside tcmpta-tlo- ni

that might have been tagging
at them, and sent them
their bonks thinking that there was
but one way to do a thing and that
was right. It probably did nore
downrlght good "than a. score of "hell s
fire sermons" with the attendant re-

ligious acrobatics of the old time mi-
nisterand the men didn't go because
they considered It a duty, but be-

cause they wanted te be there.
Even the coionei occupiea a piw

of vantaae un in the balcony and ea
Joyed It all from the first song to
the last reel of pictures he must
have enjoyed It for he even told the
ehanlaln after it was over that he
liked his talk, and a colonel doesn't
have to tell a chaplain that unless he
means lu yo.u anew.

The army cnapiain may not be
preaching orthodox sermons, but the
army's not going to hell .not by a
long shot.
