His state
ment was issued on behalf of the de-
partment In of PastOi
Rooaix, the secretary of commerce
labor and agriculture.

It reads follows:
Has lleen "So Sale.

"I can say that up to the present
there has been no sale of lands in
Lower California to Japanese sub-
jects; neither has the department or
development authorized anywhere
foreigners' rights to large extensions
of lands in that

"Moreover, since our constitutionprohibits the sale of national lands,
this department. In accord with pres-
ident Ctrranza, is giving special at-
tention to all matters referring to
Lower California. Concessions of ter-
ritory in that part of the republic
which have been authorized, have
been for a reduced number of
hes tares and to residents of
various small villages of thatterritory following the policy ofcreating small land holdings with theobject of favoring the natives."

Atlantic Flight

British Destroyers Will Co-

operate With U. S. In
Patroling Course.

Washington. D. C April 2. British
destroyers will cooperate with the
American navy In patroling the course
to be followed by American naval
seaplanes in the projected flight
across the Atlantic ocean.

It was learned today at the navy de-
partment that from M to K Britishships would be on duty from the
Azores to the British Isles, where, un-
der present plans, the flight will end.

Hany Craft to Be Used.
American destroyers will patrol the

course from St. Johns, X. P., to the
Azores. Prom 5 to to of these crait
will be used and they will be sta-
tioned at intervals of less than 20
miles.

Under present plans there will be
five men in each of the crew of the
tiro or three planes to make the start.
Besides the navigating officer in com-
mand, there will be two pilots, a radio
operator and a mechanician. Later,
however, it may be decided to add an
additional pilot.

The course of the flight will be
completely charted in advance by
naval vessels.
