Teutons Notified Period of Delay for Comment Has
Expired; Can Be No Modification of Terms. Thus No
Need for Further TaUi; Germans Claim Full Treaty

Suppressed in Entente Lands; Plenary Session.
France. May 31. (By thePJUS, Press.) The greater part

of the objections raised In the German
coaster prbposals have. Is the opinion
of French diplomatic and political cir-
cles, already been set forth in separate
German notes and duly answered by
the allies. Consequently. It is said,
there can he no modification of the
peace terms and there is no necessity
for verbal discussions In which the
Berlin desires to Involve
tbe allied powers.

bavins expired, no further
note will be accepted.
The German counter proposals were

accompanied by a covering; letter of 10
O pe written pases. The letter appar-
ently is the work ot count Ton

as it is more concilia
tory and adroit than the counter pro-
posals, which were elaborated by the
Berltn government- - The letter paints
which the peace terms condemn Ger
many. It refers to the sacred charac
ter of treaties, disavows the treaty
made with Russia at Brest-Litov-

and concludes with the following
phrase.

Says Foe People Most Assent.
"Wa shall only undertake those ob-

ligations which we are sure of keep-in- s,

because it is tbe German people,
who in the last resort will give its
assent to the treaty.''.
