Sergt. Ira J. McCullough, company

B, 21st engineers, who Ss expected to
return home soon to visit his parents,
llr. and Mrs. J. C. McCullough. at the
Alberta hotel, has written some very
interesting letters since he went to
France nearly two years ago.

Under the date of March, 1918, he
wrote: I feel quit differently about
our Arizona home now since I have
seen so many other places. One does
not realize what a wonderful country
It is until he compares It with less
favored sections. The only trouble
we have here now is in getting a suf.
licient quantity ox rations, it seems
that the army ration is hardly enough
for men who have such hard work as
we must do.

"The French seem very elad to see
us, but apparently do not place much
continence m our ngnting aDiuty,
They soon grow very Indifferent to-
wards us, however much enthusiasm
they had at first. They seem a very
thrifty, economical sort of people, bat
few of them show much ambition.

Sergt. McCullough writes consider-
able In his later letters about the
opportunities offered a young man In
South America and Indicates a desire
to investigate that favored land. It
is possible that South American com-
mercial organizations have been at
work amonsr the Americans since so
manv of them seem to have their eyes
fixed on that part of the world.

Volunteer organizations may
have equaled that record: maybe so
and maybe not No organization. ha3
beaten itEl Paso has hundreds of men in the
90th division. They were in a number
of units. They got their full share of
the fighting and they lived up to the
traditions of their country.

1H8 division maae a wonderful rec
ord. It Is worth reading. Hera it Is:
, The 90th division was organized at
Camp Travis, Text, under the com
mand of MaJ. Gen. Harry T. Allen. All
of the first men in the division were
from Texas and Oklahoma, those from
Oklahoma being In the 179th brigade
and those from Texas in the 180th
brigade. From that time, these brig
ades have bees known as the Texas
and Oklahoma brigades. The division
Insignia, adopted In France, symbol-
izes the native states of the first
members of the division.

Like ail otcer national army di
visions In the states, the 90th sent
away great numbers men to fill up
regular and national guard divisions
and to form special organizations of
army, corps and S. O. S. troops. In
the early snrlnsr of 1918 the division
was filled np with men from other
camps, a large number coming fromunp jjoage, ja.

Move to France.
The division commenced leavinr

Camp Travis early In June for Camp
Mills, near New York; By June 30
all units bad sailed from Hoboken. A
few organizations went direct to

ranee, but a majority of the division
landed in .England. The ZSSUi lnfantry paraded before the lord mayor of

xverpaoi on juiy ana was given a
uaaquei oy xne City.

Immediately npon arrival In France,
the artillery brigade was sent to a
training area near Bordeaux. The
rest of the division was moved by
train to the Algnay-le-Du-c training
area, norueast or xiijon.

Relief of the First Division.
In the middle of August the division

was ordered to relieve the first di-
vision, which held the Satzerais sec-
tor along the Moselle river, near TouL
The division was moved by train on
tne Kin ana lam of August from itstraining area to towns in the vicinity
of TouL The relief of the first di
vision commenced on the 19th of 'Aug-
ust and was completed on the 24th,
Gen. Allen taking command of the
sector on the morning of August 21.

xne sector was aoout nine Kilome-
ters in width, from Remenauvllle toa point about one kilometer west of
tbe Moselle river. The sector had
been the scene of heavy fighting In
1915. when the French, with very
heavy losses bad attemnted to take
the Bols le Pre tre, but since 1315 had
oeen wnat was Known as a quiet sec-
tor. The front line on the left ran
across broken, open country Just be-
hind and on the rlirht
ran through the woods of the Bols le
fcreire. ao man s land was wide and
full of trenches, wire entanglements
and obstacles of every sort The rear
areas were heavily wooded and filled
with all sorts of camps, dugouts, old
gun emplacements and every kind of
construction which had. accumulated
daring three years of trench warfare.
The regiments went into line in order
from left to right JS7th Infantry
(CoL Hartmanns), 35Sth Infantry (Col.
Leary), 359th infantry (CoL Cave-naug-

550th Infantry (CoL Price).
Gen. O'NeiL eommandlnir the 179th
brigade, had his headquarters at Mar- -
tincourt ana lien, jonnston. com
manding the ISOth brigade, was at
Griscourt Division headquarters was
established at Vlllers-en-Hay- e.

St MIfclel Service.
When the division went Into line,

preparations had already begun for
the St Mlhlel offensive. Artillery of
all calibers was being moved into the
sector every night and it was obvious
to everyone, that an operation of some
sort was being planned. Early in
September orders were received from
the first army corps which outlined
the operation and gave the 90th di
vision Its nart In the attack. The
first American army, which had Just
been organized xnder the personal
command cf Gen. Pershing, was to
cat off the St Mlhlel salient The
general plan was that the fifth corns
would attack on the west base of the
salient and drive east and that the
first and fourth corps on the east base
of the salient would attack north.
When the fifth and fourth corps met
they would close the neck of the bot-
tle and the salient and the German
troops left In it would be cut off. The
advance of the fifth and fourth corps
was to swing forward like a door
with, the hinge of tbe door on the
Moselle river. The division on the
left of the advance would Dush for
ward tho farthest and by meeting the
fifth corps cut off the salient

The Attack, September 12-i- C

The front of the division was. nar-
rowed for the attack by three kilome-
ters, which were taken off by the
fifth division. On the three nights
before the 12th. patrois were busy all
along the front cleaning- out the old
trenches and cutting wire so. that
everything would be ready for the
Jumpoff on the morning of the 12th.
For tha attack the division was linedup with the regiments side by side In
the same order, that they held the
sector. The Infantry was supported.-b-

the 153d artillery brigade (78th di-
vision). The plan for the first day
was that the division, like the corps,
would advance farthest on the left
and pivot on the Tight.

Reach All Objectives.
A terrific artillery preparation

opened at 1 oclock on the morning of
tho 12th. At 5 oclock the infantry
went over the top under a rolling
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barrage and by z oclock in the after-
noon all objectives had been reached
and the enemy completely disor-
ganized. In spite of the immensely
difficult country through which the
advance had been made. The 357th
Infantry on the left had advanced a
maximum distance of four kilometers
through dense woods, wire and trench
defences of every description. All of
the other regiments, while their ad-
vance was not as deep as that of the
357th Infantry, had accomplished their
missions. During the night strong;
patrols were sent out all along the.
front to exploit the success of the
day.

On tke 13th the ISfllh brigade
eastured the Bols le Pretre. witk
Its maae of barbed wire entangle-
ments and lannmerable raaealne
ena emplacements. Tne French
are said to aave Had over KOOOO
ea unities In 1013 In attempting to
take tnla piece of ground.
On the same day. the 179th brigade

cleaned out the- Vencheres woods anl
advanced their line to the vicinity of
the St Maris farm. One of the bat-
talions of the 357th. infantry encoun-
tered, two enemy regiments movinff
across out front to counter attack tha
fifth division and completely broke
up their advance.

On the 14th the 179th brigade pushed
forward on the left Into the Bols dea
Rappe3 to the vicinity of the La
Souleuvro farm, while the 180th brig-
ade captured Villers-sous-Pre- and
established a foothold on the heights
beyond.

On the 15 th the advance was con-
tinued. Vandleres taken, the Bols de
VIHers and Bols des Rappes cleaned
ur and the Una established along the
Holt Chemlns ("White Chlmmy")
road.

on the 16th the front line waj
pushed forward to the edge of the
woods Sn front of Preny. where it re-

mained until the division was relieved
in October.

Division Wins Everywhere
While the 90th dtvlsion was carry-

ing all objectives; the rest of the first
army was equally successful Within
24 hours after the attack started, di-

visions from the fourth and fifth
corps had met at Vlgnuelles in rear
of the salient and the whole German
position, which had been held since
1914. was cut off. During tha first

of the American army over
14.009 nrlsoners. a creat amount of
artillery and vast stores of. all sorts
were captured.

The 90th division's contribution was
In nrlsoners, 14 officers and 650 men,
eight pieces of artillery, 24 heavy
trench mortars, and a large number of
rifles, machine guns and miscella-
neous weapons. Tha division's cas-
ualties were 39 officers and 886 men.
Close of St. Mlhlel Offensive to Belief.

Shortly after the St Mlhlel ofte--slv- e

was ended, the 82d divumn on the
right was relieved by the 6'JtU French,
division and tho 90th.s sector was ex-

tended to the Moselle river. The fifth
division on the left was relieved ba-

ttle "Sth division, which Itself was
shortly withdrawn. Its sector being
turned over about equally to the S9tb
and 90th.
