Walter B. Arnold, vice president of
and one of the organizers of the
Border Kational bank, has resigned.

Mr. Arnold came to El Paso. De-

cember 31, 1S99. as bookkeeper for
the Lowdon National bank, which
opened for business, January S, 1900
buying the business of H. I1 Newman
& Son. bankers. Fifteen months later
he went to Clifton, Ariz, as assistant
cashier of theJ-Fir- National bank at
that point, where he remained ten
months, returning as teller of the
Lowdon National, which later merged

the American National.
In October. 1905. Mr. Arnold went

with the Rio Grande Valley Bank and
Trust company as assistant secretary.
Later he became cashier, where he re-

mained until March 1. 191". when he
resigned to assist In the organization
of the Border Nat'onal bank, which
opened for business April 9. 191". Mr.
Arnold acted as vice president and
cashier to April 1. 1919. when he be-
came vice president. On July 1 he
resigned, on account of disposing of
his lntere3ts in the bank.
