' States and other sections of the world
wear Jlpajapas but they don't know
it; they think they are ranamas. The
clerk In the clothing store sells the
Jipajapa in the summer time but he

j doesn't know it. Yet the Jipajapa Is
; one of the most popular units of wear- -

ing apparel in the season when the
sun sputters its rays with such pro-
nounced vlciousness as to tan he skin
oi a taxon.

The original home of jipajapa is In
Ecuador, yet the millions who wear It
and the clerks who sell it in mistaken
terms call It the "Panama hat. And
the "Panama" hat It has been thesemany years. There Is a reason, how-
ever. The jipajapa makers of Ecu-
ador, desiring a market for their
product, chose Panama as the most
centrally located place where they
might dispose of their stocks in
plenty. Tourists and buyers from for-
eign countries found the Jipajapa hat
In the markets of Panama, and the
name of Panama finally became at-
tached to the jipajapa hat.

Where Panama Started.
Later an enternrisine- oresldent of

the Isthmian republic, recognizing the
importance oi having the name of hiscountry heralded throughout the
world through the medium of the
"Panama hat. Issued a decree,

mere is a hat that is manufac
tured in Ecuador and sold In thiscountry to foreigners known as the
'Panama hat. yet we do not manufac-
ture the article ourselves. Henceforth
we shall begin tn make our own hats
by importing the shrub from our
neighboring republic so that the name
"Panama hat will reflect the skill of
our own Industry, or words to that
effect.

So Panama became a competitor of
Ecuador in the making of the jipajapa
bat, in fact as well as in name.

What IV Made Of.
The jipajapa hat Is made from the

Carludovia pal mat a, a shrub that
grows in great abundance in the prov-
ince of Manabai, Ecuador. From this

to Panama along with a number of
weaving teachers, to encourage the
Industry. Today Panama shares with
Ecuador the honor of being the
greatest "Panama" hat producing
country In the world. The republic of
Honduras, irarnjng irom me expert
ences of Panama, also, sent for the
shrub and weaving teachers, and this
country is now making hats In great
numbers

Many believe that the cost of a
"Panama" hat Is determined by the
straw from which it is made. That is
not so. There Is such a high import
duty and commission Involved that
when the hat reaches the counter for
sale to the consumer it has quite a
heavy burden of financial responsl- -
bilitv alreadv attached to it.

The raw material, or toqullla straw,
out of which the hats are made, grows
chiefly In Ecuador and In parts of
Colombia as well as In Peru. It
thrives In the forests of the Upper
Amazon, where it Is hot and humid.
The shrub, which grows to a height of
from six to ten feet, is fan shaped.
The quality of the straw varies in the
different localities, and the difference
In the cost of the Panama hat Is
based on this variation.
