"To benefit as many people as pos-
sible in the sale of government goods,
to be held here beginning next week.
Jie committee In charge of the sale
and distribution have decided to sell
in broken case lots." said Fred g.

supervisor of sales. "This
will enable ' housewives to buy In
small quantities and can carry these
goods home. The limit to each fam
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ily has been set at ISO, but to farm-
ers coming from a distance more will
be sold with the approval of the
supervisor. Not every purchaser is
able or desire's to purchase commodi-
ties in large case lots and the idea
of breaking cases during the sale is
to serve the maximum number of
people."

"Records kept by medical associa-
tions and welfare associations show
that tuberculosis is prevalent in cities
that have a large Mexican popula-
tion." said J. B. Gwin. secretary of the
Associated Charities "It Is because
of the alarming spread of the white
plague' among th Mexican popula-
tion that the present crusade against
tuberculosis has been launched In the
form of the Mexican health exhibit,
which will be the first of its kind
ever produced. The exhibit will be
demonstrated in the Mexican dlstri t
and will emphasize the evils of poor
sanitation and the dangers that lurk
in unc eanliness. as well as In poor
ventilation."

PROVISIONS of the Leper La as tht$ apply to conspiring to contra,

prices and to hoarding and under which the government has ordered or
vestigations in El Paso with a vkn to prosecuting violators in an effort U

reduce the cost of living, are as follows:
"It is hereby made unlawful for

any person willfully to destroy
any necessaries for the purpose of
enhancing the price or-o- f restrict-
ing the supply thereof; knowing-
ly to permit waste or willfully
permit preventable deterioration
in or In connection with their

due tion. manufacture or distrib-
ution; to hoard any necessaries;

to monopolize, or to attempt to
monopolize, locally or generally,
any necessaries: to engage in any
discriminatory, unfair, or decept-
ive or wasteful practice or device
or to make any unjust or unrea-
sonable rate or charge in handling
or dealing on or with any neces-
saries; to conspire, combine or
agree with any other person:

(a) To limit facilities for trans-
porting, producing, harvesting,
manufacturing, supplying, storing
or dealing in any necesaiies.

(b) To restrict the supply of
any necessaries.

(c) To restrict distribution of any
necessaries.

d) To prevent, limit, or lessen
the manufacture or production of
any necesarles in order to enhance
the price thereof.
e To exact excessive prices for

any necessaries.
"Necessaries shall be deemed

to he hoarded within the meaning
of this act when either a held,
contracted for or arranged for
by any person in a quantity in
excess of his reasonable require-
ment for 'se or consumption by
himself and dependents for a rea-
sonable time: b held, contracted
for or arranged for by any manu-
facturer, wholesaler, retailer or
