Defends Mexico's Neutrality.
The republic of Mexico observed the

conduct of absolute neutrality, but
certain governments have expressed
the opinion that the government of
Mexico had not been strictly neutral,
although they were not able to affirm

specify any act or mission on the
part of the government of Mexico ,

which would imply the least violation .

neutrality. Judging in accordance
with tne most exigent principles ui i

international law., tigaties bow in
force and universally established
nractfees. On the other hand. . the
rights of Mexico as a neutral were not
always respected as they were entitled

because various units of the Ameri-
can navy rexnained In. certain excep-
tional eases more than 24 hours in our
waters while there were kept at
