picture of CoL Nathan Lapowskl, city
clerk, when he was 28 years old. The
picture was taken at Gainsvllle. Tex-
as, 30 years ago and shows CoL La- -

powskl In the nlfotm ot the Hemlng
guards of Gainsvllle, Texas, of which
organization he was captain.

CoL LapowsWs boyhood career was
much the same as that of the Euro-
pean boy. Tes, European because he
was born and reared in Poland, the
country of Kosciusko and Paderewski.
He was educated In Poland and fin-
ished his schooling at Glmnazium
college In Warsaw, in 1ST9. He re-
mained in Poland until he was 19
years of age. His younger days were
spent as a cadet In the military
schools of Poland.

CoL Lapowskl came to America in
1882 and went into the cattle busi-
ness shortly afterward.
