How It Is essential to recoenise that
when Mr. Wilson went to Europe, cer-
tain material factors assured him the
position of commanding influence in
the peace conference. Every asso-
ciated nation around the table was
our debtor. Not only this, but every
associated nation was. by reason of
its recent losses and war expenditures,
bound to seek In America still further
loans, still greater aids. Mr. Wilson
represented the greatest nation in the
world in effective resources
and in unimpaired financial reserves.
His country was at this precise
moment still feeding millions of
French, Belgians, Poles, Italians,
while, each month saw further exten-
sion of American credit to various
nations.

It Traa not possible In the cir-
cumstances for the cOTPrnmtnti
of the various associated nations
deliberately to oppose Mr. Wilson.

Pays Oat More Annual Interest Now
Than It Cost To Run Nation In 1914

XCLE SAM Is going to pay out
more money In interest alone this

year to the thirty odd million holders
of Liberty bonds than it cost him
to run the government before the war.

During the next twelve months, he
will have to hand over nearly a bil,
lion dollars to the great army of

citizens who bought his war
bonds.

as he now presented them to the Paris
conference. The English people were
in no mood to consent to the aboli-
tion or the regulation of that control
of the sea which had been the basis
of their independence and greatness
for centuries. They had specifically
excluded this point when called upon
by the president to accept his whole
scheme.

The French people were in no mood,
nor was their government, to consent
to any reduction In the reparations to
be demanded of Germany that the
cause of international peace in the
fnture mlirht he advanced. Their

j northern regions In ruins, their fac
tories wrecseo. ineir mines aeanujru,
their sole resources against perma.
nent ruin was discoverable In the
price to be demanded of Germany.

As to the Italians, they had entered
the war onlv when they had received
from Great Britain. France and Rus-
sia specific promises enabling them
to acquire territory, which they had
long looked upon as rightfully their
own. No acceptance of the 14 points
suggested to any Italian, high or low,
renunciation of Flume, and the mil-
lions of Italians who cheered Mr. Wil-
son in January were capable as the
event showed of cursing him in April
when he called upon them for their
performance under his Interpretation
of their acceptance of the 14 points.

Germans' Death-Be- d Conversion.
As for Germany, she had subscribed

to the 14 points as a drowning man
seizes at a straw. She had hoped that
president Wilson's desire to achieve a
peace of conciliation might be used
to reduce the just claims of France
and Belgium against her, to deny the
Foles their right to llbertv at the ex-
pense of the Prussian edifice reared
by Frederick the Great. Theirs had
been a death-be- d conversion pred-
icated only upon their hope to escape
dissolution and subsequent perdition.

Now the progress of events at Paris,
proper! v interpreted, clearly discloses
the truth. When Mr. Wilson under-
took to call upon the Brititi for per-
formance under the 1 4 points, they
politely, but firmly indicated to him
that the one point which transfixed
their own most precious Interest,
namely sea power, must be ignored.
In the formation of a league of
nations, with the limitation of sea
power out of the question, they were
prepared to give Mr. Wilson every
assistance, even against their recent
allies, but British support of the
larger scheme was contingent upon
the sacrifice of that point which con-
cerned the freedom of the seas.

Secret Treaties Conflict.
Moreover. Mr. Wilson was presently

to discover that the British tn the
course of the war and in association
with the French had made a series of
secret treaties, each of them in direct
conflict with one or more of the 14
points, and each of them representing
a price assured to another nation as
a reward for entering or remaining in
the conflict. And Mr. Wilson was also
destined to discover that while the
British representatives at Parts were
prepared to aive him every possible
moral assistance in forcing tne Dene
ficlaxies of these secret treaties to
abandon them. Great Britain still felt
herself bound to stand by them If he
was unsuccessful In persuading their
antes to surrender.

When It came to France. Mr. Wilson
discovered that the French, from the
prime minister to the present, were
aereed that Germanv should be com
celled to pay the last dollar that could
be extracted from her to reimburse
France for wanton injuries which
were In the aggregate bevond the
capacity of Germany to repair, and
that, in addition, as a consequence of
two unprovoked assaults and inva-
sions in less than half a century,
France insisted upon her right to take
precautions against a third invasion,
provocations whh-- involved ter-
ritorial arrangements contrary to the
11 points.

Americans associated with Mr.
at Paris promptly denounced these

British and French positions as rev.
elatioBS of an Imperialistic purpose.
This was grotesQueiv untrue. At doc- -
torn both renresented precisely
justifiable a concern for national
seurltv as the t'nlted States nresently
disclosed In its Insistence that the
Monroe doctrine should be excluded
from the ourviw of the league of
nations. Wltbut unrestricted sea
mower. If her fleet were under the
direction of an international body,
Britain felt herself In instant
jeopardv. Without the guarantee of
the Rhine. France saw herseir open
to invasion, while without German
reparation she saw herself ruined.

Again the 14 points themselves In
eluded an inevitable recognition of
Polish Indenendenee and the liberation
of the million of Poes living In the
territories taken from the ancient
Polish kingdom bv Frederick the
Great and his swveswor. but this
meant to cut Prussia in half and to
Isolate at Prussia from th balance

In the case of Krance In the mat-
ter of security and Indemnity, or
break with the Frenea and BrltNU
with the absolute certainty that
on these Issues the British and
French people irould support their
govern tn en ts.
But if he should yield to the British

and the French, both of whom were
united in the matter of reparations,
and if he should, in addition fulfill
his pledge in the matter of the Poles,
then no peace of understanding with
Germany was even conceivable. De-
prived of 3O.000 square miles of her
richest territory, faced with the most
colossal indemnity in all history, her
eastern frontiers so mutilated that an
enemy boundary was pushed within
100 miles of Berlin and a barrier inter-
posed between east Prussia and the
rest of Germany, there was not the
smallest possibility that Germany
would accept this peace in any other,
spirit than that of a conquered nation
that momentarily bows to the le

power of the victor.
American purpose, while control! nir

the Paris conference, by reason of
material factors, frequently confused.
with moral force, thus broke down
at a very early stage in the peace
negotiations. In those circumstances,
vital to their existance. the British
and the French representatives re-
fused to accept the 14 points. More-
over, they jointly proclaimed a policy
the justice of which was patent, with
respect of Germany, which made the
chance of a peace of conciliation
illusory. The compromise which cov-
ered this crisis changed nothing. An
agreement to waive the Issue of the
freedom of the seas, to consent to an
alliance with Frane as a substitute
for the Rhine barrier, and to the
recognition of French claims of in-
demnities. Including the Saar basin
circumstances, while they preserved
the name of the league of nations and
Its existence on paper, were ultimate
proofs of the fact that Great Britain
and France had themselves refused to
adopt the principles underlying the
league, while the compromises Insured
German hostility and made certain
German effort to escape by war when-
ever the opportunity came.

Italy and Japan Reject Policy.
Following upon the French and

British examples came the Italian and
Japanese episodes. Italy positively de-
clined to permit the 14 points to be
applied against her in the Adraitlc,
pointing to her treatv with Great
Britain and France and calling upon
her British and French allies to carry
out their promises. Japan in Shan-
tung made similar demands with a
similar appeal to the same allies and
in both cases Franre and Great
Britain signified their intention to
stand by their written pledge, how-
ever, repugnant It might be to them.
Here again was Irrefutable proof that
two more great powers had accepted
onlv with fatal reservations and
limitations the American policy In
the matter of peace and world re-
organization.

What the great powers had done
the smaller powers now proceeded to
imitate. The Serbs went into Albania,
the Rumanians into Hungarv; the
Greek ca unmistakable evidence of

Frenchmen have viewed with alarm

Rumania and Greece, has been piling
up dangerous hostility to herself on
the part of these nations.

Rumania Rrrt to Arms.
Meantime, the Rumanians, quitting

the Paris conference, have resorted to
arms enforce their claims and in
this course they have the tacit
sympathy of rasny Frenchmen, and
the open approval of the Italians.

Ve have, then, in 11 months, during
which we have endeavored to Impose
upon Europe an American conception
of what Just peace terms should be
and of how the world should be re-

organized to insure oeace. failed In
the case of Great Britain. France,
Italy and the Japanese, to roerce the
governments or persuade the people
to accept our views. We have sur-
rendered completely to the British and
to the Japanese. We have com-
promised with the French bv under-
taking to send our troops to aid in

We have Incurred bitter resentment
In Italy by refusing to recognise
.Italian claims, and whatever good
will we might have earned In Japan
by our surrender has already been
destroyed by the course of the senate
tn Questioning that surrender. Having
refused to recognize the French right
to occupv the Rhine barrier we shall
now earn permanent French distrust
and more unless we agree to fulfill
Mr. Wilson's promise to give American
armies in exchange for geographical
advantages if the Germans strike
again. Among the small peoples, the
Rumanians and the Greeks, and even
the Serbs and Poles, one holding us
responsible for the bestowal of
Slovene lands upon Italy and the other
indicting us for the Danzig com-
promise, are denouncing" us- -

Germany, Too It TToatlle.
On the other hand, can It be said

that Germany feels more kindly to us
or is more wilting except under duress
to accept the decisions of the treaty
of Versailles? Does he not as a mat-
ter of tact. Indict us as a nation, for
having1 failed to fulfill his conception
of the meaning of the 14 points? Does
lie not hold us responsible for having
persuaded him to surrender and then,
when he had grounded his army.,
allowed his enemies to despoil him?:
As to Austria, Hungary and Bulgaria
dismembered, however, justly, the two
former reduced from the condition of
really greet states to that of pitiable
principalities, is it conceivable that

anything but hatred for the nation
which to all outward appearance, at
least, dominated the Pari conference
and accepted responsibility for its
decision?

Tn it seems to me that the
course of American foreign In
Europe between the signing of the
armistice and the present moment, has
resulted in the creation of a resent
ment, rising to bitter dislike in many t Seventh
cases, in an Euro Dean nations. a e
are today as unpopular among our
recent associates, with tne possioie ex-
ception of Great Britain, and for
obvious reasons, as we have been and
remain among our recent enemies. Our
solutions for the futnre reorganixa-tlo- n

eral or considerable acceptance of
any part of the Amerejrn doctrine
as nprrsicd by the American rep-
resentatives at Parts. I did not
find any belief la the lea cue of
nations, and It was plain that
neither the British, the French,
the Italians, nor the Japanese were
ready to adopt the points save
where these did not imperil a na-
tional Interest.
The Frenchman was not prepared.

In view of his recent experiences, to
surrender any security to be derived
from the consequences of victory. The
Briton was not ready to turn his fleet
over to International control or re-
turn the German colonies, whatever
his enthusiasm for the league of na-
tions in tha abstract might be. The
Italians cared more for a wharf at
Fiume than for a reserved seat in the
lea-ru- e of nations. The Belgians, the
Italians, the Japanese and the
Rumanians all packed their trunks
and threatened to quit, more than

as a direct consequence of Ameri-
can- activities. All the European na-
tions were constrained to make every
unessential sacrifice to preserve such
relations with America aa would in-
sure a continuation of American
assistance. But not even the danger
of losing this could persuade Europe
to adopt all the American principles.

Xow it seems to me that Europe,
slowly struggling to her feet once
more. Is both consciously and un-
consciously seeking to free herself
from the control of American policy
and more and more to get back to
those conditions which are the result
of centuries of history and at least
a working knowledge of the facts as
contrasted with the theories of Euro- -
