At His Request

Rejects Prosecutor's Pro-
posal to Ask Kidnaping

Charge Be Dismissed.
Douglas. Arts, Sept. Is. Harry C

Wheeler, sheriff of Cochise county at
the time of the deportations that fol-

lowed the I. W. W. trouble In Blsbee
InJuly. 11T, was Monday afternoon,
upon his own request, bound over for
trial before the superior court on a
charge of kidnaping, filed against h'm
as the result of his part in the depor-
tations.

Before any witnesses had been
sworn, counsel for Wheeler waived
preliminary hearing and requested
that Wheeler be bound over.

County attorney Robert N. French,
who is conducting the
announced that he had intended to re-
quest the court to dismiss the charge
against the former sheriff. Testi-
mony In previous hearings, he said,
had failed to Indicate that Wheeler
had any connection with the

Admits Wheeler Was Preent.
"We do not want the charee dis

missed" reDlied Wheeler's attorney.
"We concede that Harry Wheeler waspresent in the Warren district during
me deportations and was doing nilduty as sheriff at that time."

The county attorney offered no fur.
ther objections and the case went
over.

Although he had stated that therewas no evidence to show sheriff
Wheeler's connection with the depor
tations, tne eountv attnrnev'M first
witness in the case that followed, that
of county highway commissioner JohnJ. Bowen. testified that Bowen had
stopped him in Bisbee on Julv li.1917. and turned him over to sheriffWheeler, who. the witness testified,
took him by the arm. placed him in a
line of men who were being deported
and refused to release him until sev-
eral hours later. Bowen was also
bound over for trial.

Five other defendants. John Pick-
ering. Ed Dickinson, Ike Stafford.
Tom Maddern and W. J. Higgins. allWarren district miners, were boundover.

Wheeler Makes Statement.
Mr. Wheeler made the following

statement to the Associated Press thismorning:
"I Insisted that the charge against

me be taken to the superior court Inspite of the fact that the county at-torney seemed ready to dismiss it.
Ever since the deportations I have
assumed full responsibility, freely
and openly, for what happened at the
Warren district on July 12. 117. I
refused to allow my case dismissed
because I feel that, since hundreds
of citizens whom I deputized on thatday have been bound over for trialon the kidnaping charge. I should
be held too for conducting the de-
portations as the sheriff. The proc-
lamation which I issued on the day
of the deportations, calling upon the
citizens of the district to assist me.
should be plain- - enough truth that I
was entirely responsible for the in-
cident. I am ready right' now. and
have so Informed the county attor-
ney, to see the charges against trie
citizens dismissed and stand trial for
the deportations alone."
