How to Dope It Yourself.
The system, briefly, is this: The fullstrength of a team is 100 percent. Ifthe defensive value of all teams exact-

ly equaled the attacking value no teamever would score a run. By takingfigures for a dozen years. I discovered
that the attacking strength of any
team is 6t percent and the defensivestrength is 36 percent. Those figuresmay not be exactly right, but they are

correct. reached thefigures by taking the number ot bases
advanced In with outs and
the proper holds good year
after year. That means that batting,
base running, etc all the elements
of attack, are more valuable than the
elements of defence.

To decide the attacking value of any
player do not rely upon his batting
alone. His attacking value is bitting,
plus base on balls, hit by pitched ball,
sacrifice bits, stolen bases and speed-- by

speed meaning his ability to take
two bases on a doubtful double until
he establishes its value.

The average attacking worth of
each man Is therefore one-nin- th

of the total team attacking value
or 7 percent, which I carry ont to

making .700. It
makes no difference whether we
say .7, .70 or .700 the proportion
is maintained. Each man.

Is .700 In attacking value.
AVe know this Is not true, aa some
men hit. ran and slide better than
others. Bnt, If the average batter
hits JM7. then 17 Is equal to .700.

Find the average in each part of
the attack. Now. if the average is
.706. how much over the average Is
Heine Groh? Find how many more
times he draws bases than the aver-
age, how many points he bats over
the average, etc. add It to .700 and
you have Groh's attacking value. Do
that with each player.

Defence Is Important.
In defensive value, we find another

element. We know that the pitcher
Is more important in defensive work
than the left fielder. Therefore, it
was necessary for me to figure the
position values of each man on a
team. I did this by calculating the
number of chances in each position
and the relative Importance of the
chances. I figured that in defensive
work a pitcher Is 36 percent, catcher
14 percent, etc--, all through the team.

You can see that we ran into a
nice little bunch of figures. We first
sit down and study the work of each
man in his own league and calculate
his attacking value and defensive
value.

Weaver Valuable.
But, for Instance. Weaver's value

is not the same against Walter John-
son as against some bush leaguer.
Therefore, to find his value is the
coming series, we must calculate
which pitchers will work against
him and what his value is against
that kind of pitching.

By follorrlng this method close-
ly we reach the value of each
Individual In this rertes. We then
assemble them Into teams and

figure team values, both in at-
tack and defence. The final step
Is to figure the team value
against each pitcher. By using
the known attacking power of the
clnb. we can figure very closely
how many hits and runs that
team ought to make against each
pitcher.
it remains xo apply those to the

pitchers, figure which pitchers will
work against each other, and we have
the approximate scores of the games.

Weak: In Spots.
In commencing this study, I dis-

covered an odd thing that the teams
are strong in the same positions and
that their weaknesses are In the
same spots. This applies to every
position on the clubs and leads one
to wonder if there Is anything In
such construction that will explain
their victories in their own leagues.
We will discover, too, that neither
team measures up with former s&ind-ard- s

Neither
la a great ball club, and each has
serious defects in construction. How-
ever, what interests us now is to dis-
cover which will win the series.
