Among the various advices he has
issued are.

Don't anew gasoline and kerosene?
or other alls, to tie kept In such a
place as ts come into contact with
sparks.

Don't keep matches where children
can get at them or rodents roach
them. Keep them ta a tin receptacle
out of reach of minors.

Don't allow combustible trash to ac-
cumulate in the back yard.

See that your electric wiring Is In
good condition. Do not wind lamp
cords about Iron or metal bed posts
where a short circuit is possible. Use
care m leaving aa electric Iron.

Open fires, around the wash kettle
or In back yards, are prohibited and
should be avoided. Keep a screen of
some sort about burning: leaves or
trash.

Watch where you throw ashes and
cinders and see that they are com-
pletely cold before leaving them
where a wind might fan them Into
flame.

Use extreme ears In lighting oil
or gasoline stoves. See that the oil
has not spilled or dripped around the
stove. The same will apply to lamps.
