At
a meeting of the legion in the base-
ment of the chamber of commerce
Friday night the employment situ-
ation as regards former service men
was decla-.e- to be more critical than
It had ever been before. Scores of
men, according to reports of mem-
bers are ort of Jobs and broke.

M. Pollard, president of the le
gion, was authorized in & motion
unanimously carried to name a com-
mittee of five to go into tne employ-
ment situation and devise a means, of
reaching every employer and of get-
ting employer end worker together.
