Government Issues Regulations

On Location Of Indian Lands
THB government's regulations gov- -

1 era ing the location of metaliferous
minerals on Indian reservations
which are to be opened to prospectors
on November 1. under a recent act of
congress, have been sent out from
Washington.

The secretary of the Interior Is au-

thorized under the general regula-
tions to lease to citizens of the United
States any part of the unallotted
lands within any Indian reservation.
These lands will be subject under the
act to exploration for the discovery
of deposits of gold, silver, copper and
other valuable metalliferous minerals
ln the same manner as mining claims
are located under the mining laws
of the United States, which provides
that the locators of all such mining
claims, or their heirs, shall hare a
reference right to apply to the sec-
retary of the Interior for a lease,
within one year after the date of the
location of any mining claim.

Water Holes and Springs.
That lands containing springs,

water holes or other bodies of water
needed or used by the Indlsns for
watering livestock, irrigation or
water power purposes shall not be
designated by the secretary of the in-
terior as subject to entry nnder this
section.

In addition to areas of mineral land
to be included in leases under this
section, the secretary of the Interior,
ln his discretion, may grant to the
lessee the right to nse. during th life
of the lease, subject to the payment
of an annual rental of not less than
SI an acre, a tract of unoccupied land,
not exceeding 40 acres ln area, for
