agriculture during the past season
has proved beyond question the ef-

fectiveness of the airplane as an aid
in discovering the locating
fires, according to officials of the
department.

For three months uninterrupted
service was maintained and a total
of 745 flights covering 93.605 miles
were made. Many fires were dis-
covered, located and reported in ad-
vance of the regular service
detection organization.

Six patrol routes covering national
forest areas of high alue in Cali-
fornia were followed, and twice eachday six Curtis airplanes covered the
better part of acres or
rough, mountainous, heavily timbered
country. The average nonstoa run
was 360 miles; the average roundtrip. 320

With the opening of the hunting
season the fire situation In northern
California became critical and an ex-
tension of the air patrol was asked.
Beginning September 1, air-
planes covered twice each day more
than 16.00e.ft00 acres of national for-
est, and 5,000,000 acres of privately
owned timber lands. .Eight addi-
tional airplanes were used on- alter-
nate days to allow for necessary re-
pairs and relief of pilots. Sixteen
pilots and 22 mechanics were as-
signed to the work. Up to the first of
uctooer only six forced landings.
