PIRN'S FOR WORLD CONFERENCE
IS IBM ARB TAKIX6 SHAPE.

Washington. D. C Dec B. Com-
mittee members, representing 11 re-
ligious bodies, have just decided to
call a meeting of delegates of all the
world to discuss the holding of a
world conference on faith and order.

It was determined to call such con-
ference on some date fat ISlt. and
Washington and Geneva were men-
tioned as places. After dtoeussion the
exact date, and decision between the
two cities, were Mt to a committee,
Alrii t tn nnjl one laeaJ conditions
and announce the ealL

The number to attend soon con-
ference will, be about 4a, besides
secretaries and eterfeB. Practically
every religions body In the world, will
be represented, save-onl- the Roman

The Kpismpjil commission, which
has led the project, was commended
by the meeting Just held for modera-
tion and good taste In keeping itself
in the background. Geneva la fav-
ored because it is believed that by the
time the preliminary conference
meets the league of nations will have
bean founded and have heesViunrtars
there. The arm of the conference Is
church unity. It was said by mem-
bers of those committees which vis-
ited the Vatican, and have been hand-
ling nmot, tin tinii. with the Rnflaan
Catholic church, that pope Benedict
XV personally expressed keen inter
est ana oronnsea to Dray tot tne con
ference's success. It was also said
that they have received many ex-
pressions of regret from Roman Cath-
olic leaders that their church, alone
of all Christendom, is not to take
part.
