eral blocks and Giron blew his police
u histle as a signal to the men thatthey were under arrest and to stop.

Drop Dead Bodies.

Each Other While Beine

Also had Giron's shots- - struck the
men and inflicted such wound, they
would have neem nnshls to act back
in the car and would have fallen off
the running board. So I believe they
were lei tied 1st their own car.

Was Police Informer.
Esoulbel is a man who for some

time haa.been keeping this office in-
formed regarding 'the operation of
smoxxiers. My theory is that when
the battle occurred the men In the
car, who were undoubtedly bootleg-
gers, thought Giron and his part
knew that and believed Kequibel bad
informed. I think he was shot by
one of the men In the ear and that
before he died' he shot Lopez. Seoul-bel- 's

body was thrown out of the ear
and then Lopez was thrown out. He
was not dead and crawled toward Es
qulbel o body, dying just as ne
reached It It may be that the other
men in the car also thought Lope
was an informer and that both were
shot by a third party. There Is no
doubt, however, that Giron did not
kill them, although he himself be-
lieved be did at the time."

Believed to Be Smujnelera.
Stansel. a deputy sheriff, who re

cently has conducted investigations
concerning smuggling, oeciarea mat
be believes the two men to oe part
of a band of smugglers who have
sent threats to the sheriffs depart-
ment,

"We- - have received word." he said,
"that an omnlned hand of boot
leggers is operating en the border
near the scene of this shooting, and
that they will kill any officer, 5ser-
ifrs pi state rangers', who attempts
to interfere with their domes- - This
shooting is the second staged betweea
us and bootleggers recently, and they
are trying to make good their boast
to kill any officers who Interfere
with their operations. Often we have
gone to that neighborhood and looked
across the border to see an armed
band of smugglers openly preparing
to bring across liquor the following
night. They are always armed with
rifles."

Giron, Parr and Garcia eacl
stated that they believed the Ford car
contained a quantity of liquor which
the men were bringing from Mexico
when they were detected turning oft
of Hammett boulevard.

The bodies will be held at the
morgue pending the completion of
the investigation.

Investments of Millions In
voiced Under Decree

to Be Entered Into.

OUTLINEOF PLAN
IS AGREED UPON

Must Confine Activities to

Meat, Poultry, Butler,
Eggs and Cheese.

I ""HICAGO. Ill, Dec. H. A doien or
V more important side line Indus
tries of the Chicago meat packers in-
volving Investments of many millions
of dollars will be disposed of under
the stipulated decree soon to be en-

tered In the United States court at
Washington on motion of attorney
general Palmer.

While representatives of the' pack-
ers today declined to discuss the de-

tails of the decree under which the
packers In the future will be required
to confine the business activities to
the production of meat, poultry, bat-
ter, eggs and cheese. It was learned
from an authoritative source, that the
outline of the plan had been agreed
npon.

Among the lines of business from
whlcn it Is said the packers will be
ordered to withdraw under the stipu-
lated court decree are the following:
Leather, canned fruits and vegetables,'
soap, cleansing powders, groceries.
fertiliser, cold storage fish, refriger-
ator ear lines, cereals, glue, sporting
goods and the control of stockyards.

Swift Ontlml.tle.
Dissolution of the wholesale grocery

interests of tne --nig rive packers
would not serlouslv affect anv of them.
Louis P. Swift, head of Swift Jt Co..
said today, in dlseueeiDg a report that
A. Mitchell Palmer, United States at-
torney general, would announce today
or tomorrow an agreement of thepackers to dissolve all outside in-
terests. The meat canning, soap
making and fertiliser side lines wouldnot be affected. Mr. Swift said.

vanning interests of Swift and
peny were dissolved last summer. Mr.
Swift said, when a mew corporation,
known aa Xational Leather, was
formed.

Of the other members of the group
known aa the "big five," Wilson and
company announced seme, time ago
that It had disposed of its branches
of industry affiliated with the whole-
sale grocer' business, and Armour
and company several weeks ago were
reported to have begun arranging a
plan looking to segregation and sep-
arate financing of Its more than 190
subsidiary properties.

"I know nothing about the state-
ment that the packers assented to
this decree because of assurance that
the government would win Us disso-
lution suit against the United States
Steel corporation." Mr. Swift con-
tinued. "'I have never heard of any
such report.

Price Hffect Problematical.
I am unable to comment upon

the effect this decision or agreement
wai have upon foodstuff prices.
Whether they will be decreased or ge
still higher remains to be seen.

This decision probably means that
the packers must ' discontinue their
wholesale grocery interests.

"Since the reported decision enjoins
dealing In food commodities other
than the producta of animals, the
meat canning, soap making sad fer-
tiliser side lines cannot be affected.

"Of course this annAsmcement can-
not affect toe individual, stockhold-wb- o

may elect to buy stock In the or
ganisations which will be formed out
of the dissolutions."

Later. Mr. Swift, in a formal state
ment, said:

Referring to the decree in auestlonv
swirt ana company nave aireaay
made a dissolution of their leather
business as well as the ownership of
Lib by.

Plans also have been under consid-
eration by some of the packers for
the separation of their corporations
Into separate entitles somewhat such
as the Standard Oil and American To-
bacco companies accepted after the
supreme court's dissolution decrees.
