In Chaves county. New Mexico, the .

home demonstration agent In Septem-
ber held four public demonstrations
In flock calling. Out of one flock of
167 she called 72. The picked flock
of 95 averaged 45 eggs a day, the
same number the original flock hail
laid. The 72 culled hens never laid
more than four or fire eggs a day.

Another flock of 50, which bad been
averaging 20 eggs a day. was colled
to 2. The picked flock, although
only about half the size of the origi-
nal flock, laid IS eggs a day on an
average. Kxaraination of another
flock of 48 showed that 30 of the
fowls laid few if any eggs. The IS
which were picked out averaged 11
eggs a day, the same as bad the flock
of 48. Fourteen people were present
at this demonstration. Tbe results
set them to culling their own flock a

In Blaekhawk county, Iowa, where
19 flocks were culled by tbe home
demonstration agent in September,
2149 birds were examined and out of
this number the death sentence was
passed on 542. This home demon-
stration worker faas more calls for as-
sistance in culling flocks In her coun-
ty than she has time to devote to that
branch of her work.
