The first move toward putting Into
effect the general strike ordered by
the Danish trades unions in protest
against the refusal of king Christian
to reinstate the dismissed Zahle
ministry appears to have been made
by the bakers of Copenhagen. A
number quit work last night The
stockers on four Danish steamers
also struck.

Steps hare been taken, however, to
open negotiations looking towards a
settlement. The Zahle party has

all the Darties to hold meet
ings on Saturday for the purpose of
coming to an agreement on the
question ot an electoral bilL

It is believed in many quarters that
If the government consents to the
convocation of the parliament and
the Immediate passage of the elec-
toral bill the trades unions will be
satisfied.

'Times may change and men may change with them; hut principles never change" , . .

" 'Progressive Democrats' now almost seven years ago proceeded lo substitute 'progressive policies'
for Democratic principles.
