British Lift Ban on
Combed Wool Export

London, Eng. May i. News has
been received in Bradford from of-
ficial sources that the embargo which
has hitherto rested on the export of
high qasllty combed wool has been
raised.

All aualitiea can now be exported
except to Bolshevist Russia and it is
expected that the sale of high quality
wool to the United States will speed
ily increase and thus assist la raising
the value of the pound sterling ini
America.

For over three .years the export of
combed will has been restricted to
the low quaHties in order to enable
the textile Industry of Great Britain
to retain a sufficient quantity to keep
their spindles and looms working, and
this announcement of the board of
trade has been received with much
joy in Bradford and other wool ex-
porting centers.

Record Maple Sugar
Oulpul in Vermont

Burlington, Vt, May 6-- A carefulsurvey of the Vermont maple sugar
crop shows an average of more than
two pounds to the tree at present,
and on the east side of the state
there are several days more of the
season.

About S.OOo.096 trees were tapped
in Vermont this year, and this gives
a crop of more than 10.tO0.MC pounds,
the largest crop in six years. In spite
of the labor shortage the farmers
stretched every effort, and as many
trees were tapped as In an average
year. In addition to Vermont's big
crop, a btg crop Is reported In Canada.

The price has not been fixed as yet,
but last year the manufacturers of
maple sugar products paid T1.CS and
91.75 per gallon, and they expect to
pay more than that this year because
of the high price paid for confec-
tionery and sugar.
