his family. The --act that prices of
farm products are showing a tendency
to .fall (without the ultimate con-
sumer getting any of the benefit) is
also discouraging the farmer from
large planting Prices of hogs, for
example, have fallen 25 ercent, al-
though pork has not fallen nearly
that much. And the farmer is told
that prices of foodstuffs are going
still lower xnereiore ne is not en-
thusiastic for large plantings.

Road Rob Farmers of Men.
But the shortaire of labor, next to

the late season, is the chief factor
in keeping down the acreage There
are several causes for this shortage
One of the most immediate is thegreat activity in road building In
almost every section of the country
roads are being built by federal aid.
and farm labor is turning to the
roads. A hired man on a farm makes
from S5 to $100 a month and his
board. The road gangs offer him $4
to $5 a day The workman prefers
the larger cash return.

Industry In the cities is also drain-
ing the farm labor supply, as it has
always done. A very usual thing
these days is for a young man raised
on a farm, and having some aptitude
for tools, to go to the city and be-
come a mechanic. He makes from $7
to tit a day, which Is more than a
whole family can earn on a farm. He
has more amusements and more op-
portunities for education and prog- -

The draft took about 2.WO.40O young
men from the farms. While they
were gone, the old folk, the women
and the children pitched in and
worked as the farm population of
this country never worked before.
They were aided by volunteer farm
labor from the cities to some extent.
Thev not onlT kent the fields slanted.
but increased the total farm acreage
about 10 percent.

Now, with no price guarantee and
with prices for farm products falling,
the farm people axe not going to
make any, such heroic efforts again.

1 brat Shortage Possfblr.
The only crop upon which an esti-

mate in figures can be placed is the
winter wheat crop This, of course.
Is the most important one

The United States needs about
bushels of wheat for domestic

consumption. This is the amount that
we must produce if you and J are to
gee our regular rations of bread and
butter

The winter wheat crop alone lastyear was 73? 000.000 bushels. Thisyear it is estimated that it will be
493 000 000 bushels.

The spring wheat crop last year
was 209.000,000 bushels. It cannot
be estimated this year yet. but it will
certainly be smaller It is evident
that if the spring wheat crop is as
much below normal as the winter
wheat crop our production of wheat
will scarcely be what we need for
home use. It is also evident that a
very unfavorable season might make
production considerably less than do-
mestic need.

The danger of shortage of bread-stuf- fs

is practically abolished by the
fact that we hae a carry-ov- from
the bumper crop of last year of about
100,000 000 bushels But it is clear
that the United States has passed the
day when its food production is vastly
more than its need.

At the root of the matter lies the
fact that the farmer, despite many
claims to the contrary, is not making
enough money to keep him on the
farm He cannot make interest on
the money invested in his land and
also a fair n age for himself It pays
him better to sell the land. m est
the money at 6 percent and himself
get a job in a lactory.

The orices of foodstuffs are hleh
enough, as all will agree, but farmers
are not getting a large enough share
of the money Better methods of dis-
tribution, involving fewer middlemen
and less waste, say the experts, are
necessary to insure maximum food
production in America.

IN H MEXICO

Santa Fe. N. M May IS The week
ending Tuesday was the most favor-
able week of a backward spring, eo
far as crops are concerned, it is shown
in the weekly bulletin issued by the
federal weather bureau of the state
of New Mexico, as to general condi-
tions.

The bulletin says- - "While some
thunder showers occurred over north
and east counties, the week was
mostly dry. with moderate tempera-
tures. More moisture Is generally
needed for crops, range, the prepara-
tion of soil and planting. Farming
work is backward and the season as
a whole not up to normal condition.
Corn planting continues general in
central and northern counties, and
some beans and potatoes have gone in.
Cotton is mostly seeaeo. out germi-
nating slowly, because of rather cold
nights. Spring wheat, winter wheat
and oats are generally in good con-
dition, and alfalfa has been improved
by the warmer weather.

While ranges are fair to good, but
needing rain, stock conditions are
generally good. Apples and pears are
blooming in northern orchards and
promise well. Plums. apricots,
peaches and cherries are light.
