History

1900 national DemocraticrE met In Kansas City, on
July 4, In a great auditorium

which three months before waa de-
stroyed by fire, but which 'was re-

built In time for Bryan'a renoralna-Uo- n

for president. The great question
of --free silver" which had split the
party four years before, was still
paramount.

A bte wing of the convention
wanted to side-trac- k this treacherous
money question (upon which the
country bad already returned one
verdict) and urged
as the Issue to be magnified Into
paramount concern. To this end.
a tremendous
demonstration was staged with 29.--
040 American flags suddenly loosed
In convention ball, a not j Tennessee chanced to
patriotic music.

But William J. Bryan, of Nebraska
the convention's Inevitable nominee

for president again Insisted upon a
reiteration of "free silver" faith: and
though a vast majority of the dele-
gates. Including some of Bryan's own
convention managers, favored a con-
trary course, the dynamic Nebraskan
had bis full way.

The "silver" went through
the resolutions committee by & nar-
row margin of 2 votes. New York's
big delegation under the "silver" con-
trol of Richard Croker of Tammany
hall. Instead of the "gold" control of
ezsenator David B. Hill was credited
with tbe deciding Influence. The
contest however, with the
committee's vote. The convention It-
self did not divide.

Mr. was renominated on a
single roll call by the unanimous vote
of all states and territories.

Bryan wanted Charles A. Towne of
Minnesota (his running mate on thePopulist ticket) nominated with hint
for vlcepresldent: but the convention
had made Its last concession to Itsgreat Although Bryan waa
waiting with a special train at Lin-
coln for an expected Invitation to ad-
dress tbe convention personally, tho
Invitation never came: and the mov-
ing reason was a fear that his pres-
ence would result in Towne'a selec-
tion.

Instead, the convention nominated
Adlal Stevenson ot Illinois, who had
been vlcepresldent with Cleveland In
his second term. This action did notcome, however, until tremendouspressure had been put upon David B.
Hill of New Tork to accept secondplace. Hill's name waa nr.a.nt.r tn
the convention by senator Grady of.. iut, wag was immeaiateiy fol-
lowed to the platform by Hill him-
self with a positive declination.
