Station Will Be
Put hi Arizona

"Washington. r. C, Jane tt A
solar obaervi&gr station for the Smith-
sonian Institution is to bo established
in the Haqaa Hala znoantatna In Ari-
zona. Dr. C G. Abbott, assistant sec-
retary, has gone to the site of the
observatory to make necessary

Attaches of the station will dally
observe the amount or solar radiation
received on the earth from the varia
tions of which It Is hoped eventually
to evolve unprovea metnoas 01 lore-casti-

weather conditions and tem-
perature.

The station Is dlscnssed In the fol-
lowing statement issued by the in--
.titHtinn

"The Smithsonian institution has
maintained an observing station at
Calama. Chile, for the past five years
with soch good results that" the Ar-
gentine weather bureau receives daily
telegraphic reports from the station
and uses them very successfully in
predicting the rainfall and tempera-
ture In Argentina. And It Is de-

sirable to have these stations la as
many different locations as possible
in order to observe any possible
effect on local conditions, it was de-
cided to establish a new station in
the United States, in addition to
Calama station.
