Workers to Brave
Bolshevik Horde

Palo Alto, Cali- f- Jalr H- - Herbert
Hoover in a statement yesterday said
he did not believe the Bolshevik:
forces weald do bodily bans to the
Americans encaged In relief work In
Poland and they will remain at their
posts. The statement saw:

Ur Hoover has given cable direc-
tions that the Americans In charge
s tne Americas relief Jul mi filtration
and the an tJ -- typhus campaign shall
remain at theer pasts In aU those
parts of Poland which the Bolshevik!
may Invade.

"The first of those administrations
is feeding 1,209,000 children and car-
ing (or the refoeeos Oeeiag before
the Bolshevik armies. The second is
carrying out the campaign against
typhus in east Polamd.

Mr Hoover stated that these two
associations have millions of dollars
worth of property fs Poland.

1 t was annonneed that there are
approximately 150 Americans engaged
in the relief and typhus adminis-
trations.

Three hundred emntv ears are be
ins rushed south to brine north the
rest or tne Dig; garoanzo crop, esti-
mated to .be worth J8.090.000 and most
of which will pass through the port
of Kogales.

Recent shipments of garbanzos
from Nogales have been sent out con.
signed to Spain via New York City.
One consignment alone was valued at
nearly J2E0.O0O. The chick peas are
sent to tne Philippines, south Amer-
ica and other parts of the world
where there is a marked percentage
of the Latin races.
