The
number at noon Monday who bad
voted was 2. Whether these votes
are invalid the supreme court mav
have to determine. The attorney gen-
eral holds they are invalid.

Primary Pledge Chanced.
On June 14. the state executive

committee of the Democratic party
met at Fort Worth and adopted this
pledge to be printed on the primary
ballots:

I am a Iemocrat and pledge ay-l-f
to support all the nominee of the

Pemorratrr party at the No- - ember
election, both ntate and national."

On June 26 the state executive com-
mittee wrote to Mr "Whltaker and
said that the pledge adopted must be
printed on all official ballots or they
can not be counted.

The pledge on the official ballot
until now has alwoys read:

T am a Democrat and pledge my-
self to support the nominees of this
primary "

On July 15 Mr. Whltaker received
a letter from the attorney general
containing a ruliag that the ballots
must be reprinted, with the new form
of pledge. The ruling was compiled
with, but not until 26 men had voted,
according to the records at the county
clerk' office. The new ballots were
printed Sunday.

"Whether the votes are valid Is to
be decided right after the primary.
