Moreover, Cummlngs was
talked of as a dark horse by friends
and is supposed to have Bad his
lightnlpg rod up for the nomination,
and when he was petitioned to re--
leas a the Connecticut delegation of
14 votes to r.-'- he refused to do so
At at y rat friend over whom he is
suppts-- " to have influence, did not
break to Cox when .he latter needed
votes.

Cummlngs Idol of Delegates.
On the other hand. Cummlngs had

made a great speech and was the Idol
of many of the delegates. Now it
so happens that every successful
nominee pick his own campaign
manager or national chairman It was
logical that Moore, of Ohio, who had
managed the Cox campaign so splen-
didly, should become the campaign
manager, but the Ohio ccommlttee-ma- n

had also rubbed some people the
wronp wav at San Francisco and It
s said to have been out of sympathy

with the league of nations as an issue.
Natural I v the governor offered the

place to Moore, who would rather
have accented It than any other Job
m public life. Bst harmony required
his sacrifice. And when it came to
eliminating himself.

fairly If necessary. This Is not ad
vancing the sex In the eyes of the
men.

Many of the women of the country
fare recognising tne condition, we are
all buu aiscussing tne declaration
of Miss Annie Block, former suffrage
leader of Los Angeles, who recently
declared the whole thing a degrading
mistake, women or California have
discussed her declaration pro and con
for several days. One of these I
am sorry I have lost her name said:

"Woman's active participation In
the convention was responsible for
the disgusting scenes frequently wit-
nessed in the convention hall In San
Francisco when delegates rushed
wildly about the hall carrying fe-
males struggling on their shoulders
in demonstrations. Women never sat
with delegates before and such spec-
tacles were spared us. Here (and they
sat as delegates and alternates at
Chicago, too) they sat with the men
and in almost every demonstration,
some kicking, squaking female was
carried on the shoulders or backs of
men about the great halt. It was dis-
gusting."

Is She RJfctT
The declaration of Miss Block was

the most stinging Indictment yet
published regarding the alleged evil
effects of suffrage upon the women of
the country. It declared among other
things that

Woman suffrage has made cow-
ards and puppets of men and has
coarsened and cheapened women.
"Were the men to vote on woman
suffrage In California today It
would not carry," she says. (I
tUnk she Is correct la this dec-
laration).
Of course, many California women

took issue with Miss Block. She
certainly does not express the sen-
timent of the majority of the women
of California, but it would surprlso
you to know how many secretly de-
clare there la a lot of truth in what
she says and the men well, where
they are not candidates for office or
expectant candidates for office, they
universally deplore the active parti-
cipation, of women In politics except
to exercise the ballot.
