De la Huerta Government
Moves to Abandon Govern-

ment Experiment.

D. C, July 27.WASHINGTON, an abandonment by
Mexico of her experiment in gov-

ernment ownership of railroads is
seen in a dispatch received today by
the MyTlT embassy. The dispatch
stated that the department of finance,
in behalf of the federal government,
bad authorised a commission appoint-
ed by the directors of the National
Hallways of Mexico for consideration
of a project tending to the return of
the railways to their owners.
