Spencer's average for 11 years is
77 He shot at &MJS targets and

broke 61,70. Twice in this period
has he led all the trapsbooters In the
country in the averages In 1109 and
1915. No shooter has ever equalled
his mark of 190), that of averaging
9720 on more than 8000 targets, nor
has any one ever touched his 1915 fig-
ures, when he average .9750 on nearly
C000 targets. In 1909 at Viola, I1L.
Spencer compiled a run of 505
straight meaning that he broke 505
targets in succession, the shoot last-
ing two days. Spencer broke the en-
tire program of 200 targets each day
and then on the second day he con-
tinued for a record. After breaking
505 he was forced to discontinue
shooting because he had no more
shells. This record still holds good.

Spencer Is of the opinion that
his record Is more than 700
straight. He clalmj to have
broken In the neighborhood of ISO
straight In the next shoot he went
to after leaving Viola, but as we
have been unable to locate thefigures his record will have to
stand as It appears In the record
booh. 505 straight.

Got the Decision.
After 12 rounds of Jabbing, clinch-

ing, and with
Bartfleld. the new champion was
awarded a popular decision by the
critics at the ringside, a few of whom
refused to concede him better than a
draw.

Consensus of opinion was that 'Wil-
son bad won the bout on points, but
in winning he failed to dtoelooe any-
thing resembling latent ability of the
variety that might account for his
ictory over O'Dowd.

To be frank, Wilson's showing
was a disappointment. Some may
say that Bartfleld Is the sort of a
boxer who, beeanse of his very
awkwardness Is liable to make
any good boxer look bad, bat as
a matter of fact Wilson failed to
how the finish that a champion

should have. All he exhibited
was a H ml ted knowledge of the
grand old game,
Another point which discounts his

standing as a champion of the first
water is the fact that he apparently
lacks Initiative and aggressiveness.
He often upset Bartfield's attack dur-
ing their 11 -- round melee, but having

In the early rounds of the bout
Wilson Jabbed cleverly with his ex-
tended right and brought his left into
play, using hooks and uppercuts suc-
cessfully, but as the bout wore on
he apparently forgot that this style
had been successful in the earlier
rounds.

Perhaps Wilson was not him-
self agalast Bartfleld. He may
have been stale and, ai boxers
sometimes do, he may have found
Bartfleld a puxxle that he eonldnt
solve effectively. Tet criticism
should only tend to help him Im-
prove, and he has plenty of room
for Improvement.
Like a good many boxers of this

day and age. Wilson has a very good
defence. His defence, in fact, is more
highly perfected than his offence.
But if he expects to hold the middle-
weight championship for any length
of time he will have to burnish up
his offensive tactics or he will run
Into a storm some of the fine days
and come out minus the title he took
from O'Dowd, and that at the hands
of some boxer who may be blessed
with nothing more than aggressive-
ness and a stiff wallop.
