FRANCE IS TO TAKE STEPS
TO TAX RACETRACK BETTING

Paris, Prance. Aug. St. Clandes-
tine betting would be suppressed In
France under bills just Introduced in
the chamber of deputies by baron
Maurice de Rothschild aad Leo
Bouyssou.

Secret betting in France is esti-
mated by baron Rothschild to amount
to 10.808.009 francs daily.

Under the Rothschild bill establish-
ments where the illegal betting oc-
curred would be dosed.

Deputy Bouyssou proposes that il-

legal betting be suppressed by the
creation of a state organlxatlon of
control, and the imposition of a tax
at race tracka and other places. A
tax of six percent on the estimated
10.000.000 francs Illegally bet daily
would bring the French government a
revenue of 600,000 francs daily, or for
the 330 racing days, an annual rsve-nu-e

from this source of 20,Me.e4
francs.

To this would be added 16.O0fl.W0
or 50,800,000 francs from a tax on
book betting which would be re-
established and allowed in a special
enclosure under the Bouyssou meas-
ure.
