FIERCE FIRE
Half of Town Wiped Out By

Big Conflagration; Loss Es-

timated At $250,000.

Blsbee. Arir Oct. IS. The town of
j Lowell. Blsbee suburb, today is seek

ing to brias; order out or tne eoaos
caused by a disastrous fire which last
nlr;ht destroyed half the town, sweep-
ing through a dozen or more business
places and causing; a loss which fire
chief Wilson estimates at $2SA.os.

The fire started in a smokehouse
of the Torres Packing; company and
swept down the north side of Main
street and up to the municipal mar-
ket, on the Xaco road. When It
reached the Blsbee Lumber company
the xerortty ox tne names was in-
creased by explosions of gasoline
tanks.

Trsw Stock in Street.
Merchants threw helr entire stocks

Into the streets before the path of the
firs and police were forced to use des
perate means to check the vandal
who ransacked the piles of merchan-
dise in the half darkness.

A number of arrests were made.
There were no fatalities reported.

The yards of the Blsbee Lumber
company formed the Tortex of a ver-
itable whirlwind of fire. Flames shot
up from the center as from a volcano,
while the roar of the furnace was
broken every now and then by ter-
rific explosions, presumaly gasoline
tanks and cases of ammunition, which
went off like volleys of rifle fire.

The real estate business is sow a

profession. It has been so decreed in
Dallas where realtors of Texas are In
session and where a state organiza-
tion was formed Monday, according- to
a telegram received in El Paao Tues-
day by George R. LeBaron, president
of the El Paso real estate board, fro- - n
H. P. Hadfleld. secretary of the T:i
Paso board, who is a delegate to tne
Dallas convention.

Mr. Hadfleld wired that the Texas
real estate men have reported favor-
ably on the proposed license law and
tnac a Mil to license real estate men
win be introduced in the next session
of the Texas legislature.

Tinder this law. Mr. LeBaron ex-
plained Tuesday, "a man will have to
be qualified before he can be licensed.
Just as a member of any other pro-
fession is required to be Qualified.
The law would protect the public
against the curbstone real estate mart.
If a client were cheated or wronged
the president of the local real estate
board, on formal complaint being
made, would name a committee to in-

vestigate. If the person complai ncd
against were a member ot the board.
And If the accused real estate men
were found to be guilty he would at
least be ousted from the orranisation
and he would of course be liable un
der the law to the same legal action
that the member of any other Drofes- -
sion would be if he ware found guilty
of malpractice.
