To Return Of Napoleon

From Elba.

THUNDER OF GUNS
GREET MONARCH

Says Army Will Be Used
I o Cultivate Good Rela-

tions With Allies.
A THENS, Greece. Dec 10. (By the
rx Associated Press.) Amid the

thunder of cannon, the hum of
circling planes and tne roaring cheers
of a great throng. Constan tine of
Greece entered Athens.

His arrival was compared by his
admirers to Napoleon's return from

iba. and tears of joy wre seen flow-
ing down the cheeks of people swarm-
ing near bis carriage.

Immediately after alighting from
the railway train. Constantino drove
to the Cathedral where a magnificent
service was given, all the bishops in
Athens participating.

It was noticeable that no foreign
ministers were present during the
welcoming ceremonies. The arrival
of Constantino was not marred by any
incidents.

Tears FIB Eyes of Monarch.
The approach of the rcjal train was

signalled by the arrival at the tiny
terminus. of the railway near Place
de La Concorde of three royal car-
riages which stopped In front of the
station at ll ociocc Tne King's car- -

triage was drawn by six black geld
ings driven by three uniformed out-
riders and was draped m royal pur
ple. In the throng were villagers,
wearing the uatlonal costume of
white skirt, red cap and black stock-
ings, dock laborers and city dwellers
and a detachment of French blue
Jackets was in evidence. Cabinet mem
bers arrived just before the train
Dulled Into tne station and were fol
lowed by queen mother Clga and
prince and princess Christopher.

When constantine emerged iron
his railway carriage he bowed salu-
tations to the crowd and tears were
seen In his eyes as he said to those
near htm:

"Be still my children." He embraced
queen mother Olga and shook bands
with princess Christopher, and then
was escorted to bis carriage in which

Venice. Italy, Dee. It. 8y the As-

sociated Press.) The American fleet
in the Adriatic win aetata 8asta Clans
for more than 20,000 poisons. Inclcd-in- g

Italian and Snsalaa ctddren, the
latter being among tke refugees re-
cently disembarked along the Dal-
matian ooajrt. Toys, candy, fruit,
clothing and shoes will be distributed.

The Russian children Just landed in
ThLlmatls- - with tbeir fathers and
mothers, who escaped the Bolshevik
sweep in South Russia, suffered intol-
erable hardships on the voyage. They
were packed in the ships so tightly
as to be unable to move, with hun-
dreds in the holds among the coal
and other supplies, standing or sit-
ting in virtually the same position fort days.

As no provision had been made for
their arrival in Daimatia the Ameri-
can fleet undertook the work of car-
ing for them. Rear Admiral Phillip
Andrews, commander of the Ameri-
can warships in the Adriatic whose
headquarters is here, read news of
the plight of the refugees and imme-
diately began the work of relief. He
also telegraphed American Red Cross
headquarters In Paris for help and
received an' allotment of 250.000
francs.

Th Olympia, Admiral Andrews'
flagship was then stationed at a,

on the Adriatic. tS miles north-
west of Cattaro. into which place
thousands of refugees were pouring.
The Americans started the work of
caring for the refugees by setting up
aitcnens to provide xooa. uatns ana
bouses were also furnished.

(By the Associated Press.) The
nresldent is without power under

existing law 10 aunt out wneac im-
ports," but be "apparently ha certain
powers under the Lever act to stop
future trading in wheat," the federal
trade commission says in a special re-
port to nresldent Wilson, made public
today at the white house.

The commission says that, "while
evidence is not available that future
trading is responsible for the decline
in wheat price, lr does not appear
that future trading in wheat as at
present operating, is of Indisputable
service to the grain trade" It sug
gests, however, that if regulatory
action is to be employee tne question
be considered by congress and that
legislation "not connected with war
powers be enacted.

The commission tells the president
that, because of the failure of the
Chicago board of trade to cooperate,
it was unable 10 obtain necessary in-
formation as to whether there had
been large transactions in wheat fu-
tures of a manipulative character.

Give Reasons for DeeHne,
As to the concentrated purchase of

wheat in this.country by foreign gov-
ernments which have undertaken to
regulate at home flour prices, irre-
spective of the price of wheat, the
commission declares that, if these
purchases are to continue, "the de-
sirability of the United Slates meet-
ing them through a selling organiza-
tion should be carefully considered."

The commission's report is based
upon an investigation of the wheat
situation, whleh the president re-
quested it to make last October, after
governor Henry J. Allen, of Kansas,
and other had urged him to bar Ca-
nadian wheat importations and take
such action as necessary to stabilise
the rapidly declining wheat market.
Declaring the decline of wheat prices
would appear to be "in part, due to
countrywide and worldwide condi-
tions," the commission assigns seven
specific cause. The outlook for an
increased world supply: concentrated
baying by foreign governments last
spring and slack purchases later: "the
