FEED STARVING
VIENNA KIDDIES
Vienna, Austria, Dec 21. Christ

mas cheer In Vienna will be die
tributed only among the children by
tbe American mission, the American
relief administration and the Ameri
can Red Cross. For the majority of
tne 1,800,000 inhabitants or toe city
this Christmas is certain to be the
darkest ever known.

The strike of hotel, restaurant and
cafe employes has spread to the out-
lying sections, dosing more shelters
which at least offered warmth for
people coming from their cold homes.

A heavy fall of snow, which only
served to deepen the gloom of the
people of Vienna, Is being removed
by groups of pale men and women,
many of whom fall to the ground
from exhaustion caused mostly by
starvation. The Viennese shuffle
about the streets, resigned and hope-
less. In preference to freezing i their
homes that are filled with a pene-
trating chill resulting from tbe pro-
tracted lack of heating.

The American relief administration
will supplement Its feeding program
by distribntmr 649.9 srarntents
among 300.000 children. It will pro
vide a cortstmas tree in eacn oz its
2000 feeding centers in Austria.

Each child will receive an extra
one pound cake made of American
white flour The American Bed Cross
will distribute clothing and con-
densed milk to 40.000 children under
six years of age and children of all
ages in orphanages and hospitals.

At the Christmas tree celebration
arranged by the Hoover mission to
be held in Vienna, December 2. the
new president of Austria, Dr. Michael
Halnlsch, will make his first public
appearance.
