TALK KEEPS

BONDS DOWN
Washington. D. C Dec. 14. Markft

prices of Liberty bonds and other
government securities were said by
secretary Houston to be suxferina; as
a result of continued discussion of the
soldiers' bonns and various legislative
measures for relief of farmers, such
as revival of tbe war finance corpora-
tion.

Enactment Into law of either of
these propositions, the treasury sec-
retary declared, would necessitate flo-
tation by the government of a loan
which would add to the amount of
government securities now outstand-
ing and cause consequent reaction tn
the market lor government Donas.

Necessity of a bond issue to finance
a soiaierar oonna. air. laousron aaia.
is readily understood, bat It wonld be
eaualbr necessary for the government
to borrow in order to enable the war
finance corporation to junction.

The corporation, he said, has about
1370.000,000 In book credits against
the treasury, but to resume Its activi-
ties it would have either to issue
bonds of Its own to obtain funds or
call upon the treasury for Its bal-
ance, in which ease the treasury
wonld be forced to issue certificates
of indebtedness In order to raise the
money.

The secretary also aaid he would be
opposed to various proposals for ex-
tending credit to foreign nations on
the basis of government funds, the
administration having decided there
should be an end to foreign loans.

Discussing a sales tax to provide
government revenues, a subject now
under consideration oy tne nones ways
and means committee, the secretary
declared himself oppoaed to a gen-
eral sales tax on the ground that tt
was contrary to tbe theory of pro-
gressive taxation. He added, however,
that he favored a selected aaUea tax,
applicable to certain cUipm of ar-
ticles not necessaries of life which
he said, would keep the burden of the
tax from those unaoie to pay.
