What is the McCleary banking
bill? Here are a few of its infam-
ous provisions:

1. To create a banking trust

with absolute power tc control the
money of this country.

2. To destroy $346,000,000 of

greenbacks.
3. To withdraw from circula-

tion all gold and silver cirtificates.
4. To provide for the control of

all gold by the banking trust.

This will place the poople at the

mercy of the trust for legal tender
currency.

5. The banking trust will prac-
tically escape taxation.

6. Repeals all usury laws so

far as the banking trust is con-

cerned.
7. Stops the coinage of silver

dollars.
S. Makes $500,000,000 of silver

redeemable in gold.
9. Makes the government liable

for the payment of bank currency
put out in place of the greenbacks.

10. Authorizes the secretary of

the treasury to sell gold bonds
without limit.

11. More firmly establishes the
gold standard.

12. Renders bank deposits more

unsafe.
