An order from the Postmaster Gen-
eral has reached the looal office atat-
ing that on and alter August 15th,
1013, tbe limit of weight of parcels
of fourth class mail for delivery wi.h-
in the f'rst and second sones shall
be increased from 11 to 20 pounds.
Tbe rate of postage on paroels ex-
ceeding four ounoes 'n weight shall
be five cents for the first pound and
and one cent for each additional
two pounda or fraction thereof when
intended for local delivery and five
oents for the first pound and one
ocnt for each additional pound or
fraction thereof when intended for
delivery at other officea within the
first and second zones.
