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"PHYSICAL TRAINING.
Usefrl Hints on t.h;—l-;:volopment of Growe
ing Children.
The pulley and weights is almost as
familiar a play-thing in English homes
as the American swing, and far more
useful for development of the muscles.
It moreover possesses the advantage
of being capable of use within doors
when cold and storms prevent children
taking exercise out of doors. The fine
physique of British children calls for
frequent comment, and this is due to
the constaut care of their mothers, not
only in the use of the pulley, but by
gystematic rubbing and massage treat-
ment of the growing children at night
before they are put to bed. Our Amer-
ican girls need physical home training
even more than their brothers. The
unequal shoulders and other defects too
common in figures of women in this
country show the need of such train-
ing, indicating, as they do, weakness
and want of development in muscles
which should be in active use, and
which can only be developed as the
trainer develops the muscles of the
professional oarsman. There is no
danger that our girls will become
hoydens which would compare with
that danger to their health which
arises from an insufficient development
of the various muscles of the body in
childhood, producing a puny woman-
hood and weak physique and nerves.
It is a good thing to note the interest
taken in this country in active field
games like lawn tennis and the revival
of many of the old-time games, such
as battledore and shuttlecock, grace
hoops and other games which train the
eye to be accurate and the arm steady.
Mothers can not be too careful in
watching their girls. Boys gain by
their more active out-door life a de-
velopment of all their muscles, but
girls are not nearly so sure to get the
benefit of such out-door life.
Their shoulders more frequently be-
come unequal from careless positions
at the school desk or at play, and in
many cases in this insidious way the
foundation of a serious spinal disease
is laid. English mothers of quite mod-
erate means find time to watch the de-
velopment of their growing children.
This is the advantage of the nightly
rubbing of the child and the daily bath,
which is far less frequent in this coun-
try than it should be. At such times
the mother can easily note any irregu-
larity in the figure or projecting shoul-
der caused by a weakness of the mus-
cles that hold the shoulder bones in
place, or she can note the stooping
tendency which is caused by insufficient
development of the muscles of the
chest. Then comes the beauty of gym-
nastic training at home with the simple
pulley and weights. By this means
nearly all the muscles of the body may
be trained. Spinal disease is too fre-
quent and too terrible a scourge to
womanhood for any precautionary
means to be neglected. A mother’s
care may save her child a life of acute
suffering and develop her into the
glory of a perfect physical womanhood.
There is nothing better to strengthen
weak muscles than a daily cold bath
followed by brisk rubbing takeu before
breakfast. It is hardly to be hoped
that the average mother will recognize
the value of such means of health; this
is impossible until people have become
wiser, but the best medical experience
sanctions it in spite of the old wife’s
tale about the danger and shock o
frequent bathing in cold water.—N. ¥¢

LIFE IN THE SEVERED HEAD.

The. Survival of Consciousness After De
capitation Provem.

A volume has just been published
at Paris in which Dr. Paul Loye, un-
der the title of “La Mort par la De-
capitation,” studies the question as to
whether, after decapitation, conscious-
ness survives for a short time in the
severed head and physical suffering is
felt in both partsof the executed
Every time a head falls under the
sword or under the executioner’s ax,
says Dr. Loye, the ima.iina:tiou of the
spectators has, in the physiognomy of
the vietim, looked for proof_s of the
survival of will and consciousness.
The eyes turned, which was a sign of
pain; the lips moved, which showed
that they wanted to speak; the mouth
opened, in order to bite, in a klu_d of
fury. Thereis nota movement of the
face which has not been interpreted as
a mark of the continuation of feeling.
And ever since the guillotine mowed
down the heads of multitudes during
the reign of terror, scientists have
stood around the scaffold, bidding all
their humane faculties v;mish, and
concentrating their whole intellect on
the one question, ‘‘Does consciousness
remain after the victim’s head is sev
ered from the body?" ;

In connection with this belief Dr.
Loye quotes a terrible story told by M.
Petitgand about an Anamite who was
beheaded by the sword in 1875 at Sai

on:

“The place of execution was the
Plain of Tombs, a vast sandy tract,
serving as cemetery to l.he..f\na_mntes
andthe Chinese. Four Anamite pirates,
taken with their arms in their hands,
were to be beheaded. The chief of the
band, a man in the prime of life, ener-
getic, muscular, brave without boast-
ing, and firm to the very last, had at
tracted my special attention, and 1 de
cided to make my observations on him
only. Without losing sight of him
for asingle moment I exchanged a few
words in a loud voice with the officer
in charge, and noticed that the patient
was also looking at me with the liveii-
est attention. The preparations having
been completed, I took my stand at the
distance of about two yards from him.
He knelt down, but before bending
his head he exchanged a rapid look
with me.

“His head fell down at the distance
of about a yard and a quarter from
where 1 stoox’. It did not roll in the
usual way, but stood with the surface
of the wound resting on the sand, a
position by which the hemorrage was
accidentally reduced to a minimumn.
At this moment I was terror stricken
at seeing the eyes of the doomed man
fixed frankly on my eyes. Not dar-
ing to believe in a conscious manifes-
tation, 1 went quickly to one side of
the head lying at my feet, and I found
that the eyes followed me. Then I re-
turned to my first position; still the
eyes went with me fora short distance
and then quitted me quite suddenly.
The face expressed at that moment a
conscious agony, the agony of a per
son in a state of acute asphyxia. The
mouth opened violently as if to take
in a breath of air, and the head thrown
off its equilibrium by the motion
rolled over. This contraction of the
maxillary muscles was the last sign of
life. Since the moment of decapita-
tion from fifteen to twenty seconds
had passed.”—New York Press.

A Remarkable Adventure with Tigers.

Mr. Gabbett was travel-
ing by trolly between Abu road and
Roh when one of the gatekeepers
gave him khabar of a family of
tigers in an adjoining jungle,
and Mr. Gabbett, accompanied
by his trolly men and the old gate
keeper, started at ounce for the scene
of operations.
