In the absence of tlie chairman of the
Okanogan boosters the writer had tlie
honor of responding and accepting the
medal.

At this point I must say that our county
did not appreciate the chance presented
of advertising our country that we cer-
tainly had here on < ikanogan day. or we
would have had at least 50 boxes of ap-
ples to have given away. Thanks to Mr.
pheasant for three boxes, of which two
were distributed and one put on exhibi-
tion at the Washington slate building.
The officials of the fair had eight more
boxes un hand that they gave out as Oka-
nogan apples, and while they had been on
hand for the past two months, and were
Washington apples, they were not too bad.
Okanogan will never have the same op-
portunity again to secure as much good
advertising at so little expense, as the
people of California are crazy about the
Washington apples.

a condition that should not be There may
*be a legitimate excuse for members
shirking meetings occasionally, but noexcuse can be offered for continuous ab-
sence. Tills paper has pointed out time
and again tin* Importance of a live com-
mercial club to this or any other com-
munity. It would seem hardly necessary
to dwell upon that point of view. It is
patent to every intelligent person. It is
recognized and realized that in unity of
action accomplishment Is possible where
individual effort would fail. The Commer-
cial club is a vehicle through which a
body of citizens work t«» a common end.
that end being tlie benefit of the town tin*
Hub Is working for. and every success
growing out of the efforts of the club
means a distribution of beneflts through
which tlie drone becomes as much of a
beneficiary as tin* men who work the
hardest to make that benefit possible. This
is neither equitable, fair or just. This
labor of upbuilding should be borne mu-
tually by tlie whole people. Tlie work
should be distributed among the many
instead of expecting a few to do it all.
There are a few indomitable spirits in
tlie local commercial Hub who believe in
the town, stand by the town, and are
willingto give of their time and substance
to foster every .movement that lias for its
aim tlie betterment of the town. But tlie
public at large should not stand idly by
and permit a few to bear all the burden.
Anything that advances tlie interests of
Oroville advances tlie individual Interests
of tlie residents thereof, and hence all
should take part in any work that will in
the least degree promise benefits for the
place. If yon are not a member fo the
commercial club band in your name at
once. If you are a member make it a point
to attend tlie meetings and prove by your
presence tiiat you are interested in the
organization and are willing to lend all
the aid in your power to support anv
movement that the club may foster.

LOOKS LIKE OIL.

Wni. Cody, driller, was in
town Monday. Mr. Cody is the man
who struck coal on the Ed. Hall place
n short distance east of Oroville some
three months ago, mention of which
was made in the Gazette at the time.
.Mr. Cody stated that the drill indicat-
ed that tlie coal vein was some three
and a half feet in width, and the qual-
ity of the coal is said to be excep-
tionally good. The strange feature of
this strike is that the owner of the
land upon which the coal was found
has made no further effort to explore
or exploit the tind. A coal mine near
this place would be a better thing for
the owner than a gold mine. Recently
Mr. Cody has been drilling a well on
the Elton G. Rice place south of town,
and is already down some 220 feet. He
started with an eight inch casing,
changing to six inches at a depth of
200 feet. The six inch casing buckled,

and work was temporarily suspended.
However, Mr. Cody believes that he
can overcome the difficulty and ex-
pects to go on with the work. After
passing through granite at 200 feet
the drill struck slate and sandstone.
S. T .Stanton, who has had some ex-
peri nee with oil lands, expeesses the
opni'on that the drill is liable to
strike oil, considering that there are
indications of coal on both sties of
tlie valley, and that in countries
where oil has been struck the drills
generally pass through slate and
sandstone into sand just before en-
countering oil. It is worth the In-
vestment for Mr. Rice to continue
sinking. Should he strike a flow of
water that result would be of ines-
timable value to the valley, and if
such a fortunate event occur as strik-
ia , oil that would create a boom for
the valley of greater magnitude than
would follow successful mining, ir-
rigation or anything else in the way
of human endeavor.
