Jas. Jackson, one of the oldest and
best known stock buyers for the mar-
ket in this upper country, came in Sat-
truay from Seattle, and left again for
the same destination Tuesday, on his
last trip of the winter, at least so he
pronounced it. His perpetual geniality
ami pleasing personality has made
Jeems one of the most popular buyers
in the state, and as a result he han-
dle* a great many head of cattle, tako
it year in and year out.

His next and last
shipment will be two carloads of Me-
thow cattle. During the past few
months Mr- Jackson has dumped 1500
head of Okanogan beef cuttle into the
