Independent saloons made a
possibility in Los Angeles by a
body blow to the local brewery
monopoly.

These are the results of an
opinion of City Atty. Leslie R.
Hewitt recently received and acted
upon by the police commission.

Saloon licenses in this city are
limited in number to 200. Because
of this limit, and because they
had been transferable before Hew-
itt's opinion was accepted by the
authorities, they had acquired a
value of about $10,000 each.

The city attorney held that
these licenses are not transferable;
that if a saloon Is sold the new
owner must apply for new license,
which may or may not be granted
at the discretion of the police com-
mission. The commission agreed
with him.

Most of the licenses now in ex-
istence in the city are held by
dummies representing the brew-
eres. They will no longer have
any value as collateral security or
in giving the breweries control of
the saloons.

In case of a legitimate sale of
an" independent saloon, however,
the new owner, If he is respon-
sible, will have no trouble in get-
ting a license from the commis-
sion. He will not have to bow to
the will of some brewery.
