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“The Daughters of the Poor” and
“A Maximum of Five Years”

Congressman Mann of Chicago will present a bill at this ses-
slon of congress to make the white slave traffic a crime under the
federal laws,

It will provide for a “maximum penalty of five years” OR a
fine of not more than $5,000 for transporting girls by interstate
commerce for white slavery purposes.

Whether or not the constitution of the United States will jus-

tify such a law may well be doubted. The great struggle of the
courts these days is ‘“‘to prevent the laws getting better than the
constitution.” Most of the time they succeed. They may in the
case of the bill Mr. Mann is to bring in, if it padses.

But walving the constitutional point, let us assume that the
authority of the United States over commerce permits federal laws
against white slavery; then why in God’'s name “a maximum impris-
onment of five years OR a fine of $5,000?"

We imprison for life, or we hang for murder of the body.

What shall we be in the sight of the Eternal Justice if we let
the murderer of the soul—the professional murderer of the soul-—
of girls go free on payment of $5,000, or $50,000, or $5,000,000,
or any other sum of mere money?

We imprison for life for criminal assault. What shall we say
of the law which makes a MAXIMUM penalty of five years, and al-
lows the ravisher to go with a $5,000 fine only if the court is com-
plaisant, for a crime which consists in turning over the daughter of
the poor to a continual ravishment, ending in almost every case in,
first the death of all that is good and pure and womanly in the na-
ture of the victim, and then in the death of the poisoned, tortured
body?

These poor girls are snared by professional seducers and sold
to bondage in city brothels; or they are deceived by offers of posi-
tlons on the stage—poor foolish girls!—and awake from the delusion
to find themselves in a hell of which Dante had no conception; or
they are made drunk and drugged and sold.

And the accursed flends who do this work—a fine of
OR imprisonment for five years.!

AND THESE THE MAXIMUM!

Does it sound adequate? Will the future historian believe he
reads our lawsg aright?

So long as there is a capital crime, ought it not to be this?
Perhaps we have no right to inflict capital punishment; but if we
do, should it not be for this?. And while death may not be in-
flicted, there are means whereby the animalism that works in the
mind of the white slavery agent may be put to death, Perhaps a
civilized nation ought not to do that, either.
