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Hands of 120,000 Reach for Democratic Rgits

This picture, just received from
Berlin, shows how 120,000 social-
ists and radicals demonstrated
their disapproval of the unjust
laws of Prussia which eclude most
people from voting.

On Sunday, April 10, thts
mighty army assembled In a pub-
lic park to listen to the speeches
of th»ir leaders. The police were
on guard to prevent any disorder.
The people, of their own volition,
did not cheer or clap hands—but
Instead signified' their approval of
a denunciatory resolution by rais-
ing their hands.

Nothing could have been more
effective than this silent protest,
as the perfect order and discipline
of the crowd contrasted with the
anarchy of the police, who saber-
ed the crowds In previous demon-
strations. This picture shows the
great field of upraised hands.

THE BTOKY OF RUBBER TODAY
The price of rubber has been stretched, and is far from

the breaking point. In January, 1907, fine hard Para rub-
ber was $1.28 a pound. During the panic it shrunk to 66
cents. "Prosperity" has pulled it out to $1.98, according to
word from London, and will yank it for some time before it
snaps in another panic. So dry feet and automobile rides will
cost more.

trees is now being made out of the bark of a vine known as
the landolphia, in South Africa. The bark is torn into shreds
and the rubber extracted by a centrifugal machine, like a
cream separator. The rubber is driven through a sieve. A
better machine Is waiting to be invented.

HOW TO CARE
FOR SILVERWARE

Silver is a beautiful and dur-
able ware whether solid or plated,
but its continued beauty depends
upon the care given it by its own-
er.

First, it must be washed care-
fully Immediately after using.
No plate powder will remove
scratches caused by careless mix-
ture of the difference pieces. It
Is of great importance to wash
the pieces separately In soap and
hot water, rinsing them in hot
water and polish with fine soft
linen towel. When treated In
this way consistently, plate re-
quires very little use of pow-der.

Many of the "silver polishes"
on the market are mercurial In
nature and act quickly In cleans-
ing and polishing, but the silver

tarnishes quickly after their use.
Gas blackens silver left exposed
to the air very quickly.

An old cleansing process is the
use of water In which Irish pota-
toes, "with jackets on," have been
imiU'd. It will cleanse delicately
chased and engraved pieces better
than powder, which settles In the
depressions. Spoons and forks,
which have become strained with
eggis should be boiled in this wat-

Mix together
four ounce* spirits of turpentine,
two ounces spirits wino, one
ounce spirits camphor, one-half
ounce spirits hartshorn. Add

whiting gradually to the liquid,
mixing thoroughly until the con-
sistency of cream. Put into a
large bottle and cork tightly, ty-

ing the cork down. When it Is
wanted for use, shake, pour out
a portion Into a bowl, and with
a soft, clean sponge cover the sil-
ver entirely with it. Let dry Tor
10 minutes. Then brush off and
polish with chamois. This 1b an
jecellemt polish and harmless.
