Here his vic-
tories over the sleep route were
confined to Friuikie Nell and Tom-
my McCarthy, who was killed in
San Francisco by a punch to the
jaw similar to the one Moran
landed on Nelson.

The fact that Moran can stoij his
man and does not have to depend
upon a decision to win, has boom-
ed his stock wonderfully and he
stands today the leading man in
his class in this country, despite
the fact that Wolg»st wears the
crown and Knockout Brown looms'
dangerously.

Moran is a featherweight. He
Ik best fighting from 122 to 126.
lie had to go out of his class
time and again to get matches, as
witness his affairs with, Tommy
Murphy, Tom McCarthy and Nel-
son. He weighed 129 for Nelson.

Moran is now entitled to a
match with. Ad Wolgaat, and on
the face of the returns the little
Irishman will have an immense
following—far bigger than Wol-
Kast, whose tactics since he won
the title haven't made him many
friends.

Millions Spent on Repairs
Double Cost of Old Warships

WASHINGTON, D. C, Dec. 7.
—Modern war vessels are ex-
pensive luxuries. And the" 'less
they are really worth, the more
expansive they seem to grow. This
is the conclusion that must be
drawn from a table that appeals
in the annual report of the secre-
tary of the navy, issued in Wash-
ington Monday.—\u25a0

This table shows that there are
many vessels in the new navy that
have already cost much more for
repairs than it cost to build them
and put them in commission.

The Chicago, one of the earliest
ships of the modern na*y, cost
$1,183,629. Repairs on her have
cost close to $2.001),000. And she
Isn't"worth 30 uenta.

The gunboat Yorktown cost
$348,906. It has cost over $633,-
--000 to mend her. The Marietta,
another gunboat, cost $260,57U,
while repairs on her total $320 -
730.
