OSCKOLA, Ark., Jan. 10.—Fivfc
million dollars worth of the rice—
the largest croi> or this staple
America ever produced—has been
harvested and turned into cash.

Pretty good returns for an in-
dustry just five years old, which
Ims turned borne of the cheapest
md most unproductive land in
the United Stares into highly re-
munerative farms! About 75,000
seres were under rice cultivation
this year. More than twice as
much will be so applied next sea-
son.

Ten sample crops, raised by
Grand l'rnirie farmers on acreages
ranging in size from 22 to 185
this year yielded an average of a
little over 64 bushels to the acre,
>*nd the average price they re-
<t?ived was a little over $1.00 per
ftuHhel. These figures hold good
for the entire yield, and the pre-
ponderance of small farms seems
to prove that rice farming in Ar-
kansas is the small farmer's op-
portunity.

The arid Arkansas prairie, with
IWeiner at its northern edge,
showy thousands of derricks scat-
jtered over its broad expanse of
half a million acres, each marking

m well from which the floods pour
fourth to inundate the rico fields
at the proper season. Numerous
as they are, they represent only a
development of comparatively
Miiall tracts. Land adjoining on
all sides only awaits the coming
of the men with foresight and cap-
ital to improve them.

While the prairie farmers are
gathering their golden harvest of
rice from land that was once too
dry the farmers of the St. Francis
valley, to the east, have undertak-
en an extensive drainage sytem,

at an estimated cost of $20,000,-
--000, to reclaim for rice cultivation
over 10,000,000 acres of the rich-
est land in the Mississippi valley

—a scheme which, when complet-
Ed, will constitute the largest con-
nected system of drainage ditches
in tin 1 world. The region is being
divided into drainage districts up-
on which bonds will be issued.

The St. Francis valley was for-
merly the bed of the Mississippi
river, geologists say. It was fill-
ed with the topsoil of the whole
rich valley.

Some of thil land is liigh enough
to be cultivated, but much of it
consist! of swamps and "ham-
mocks," covered with as rank a
growth of vegetation as the Ever-
glades of Florida. ••Hammock" is

Likewise there is no
limit to the damages the injured
can recover; if the jury decldaa
that your eye was worth 0,000,
you will get $20,000, and no judge
can non-suit your case; it is up
to the jury.
