A LTFESAVING NECKTIE.
It Saved George Welch's Liffj.

Note the Bullet Imbedded la
the Knot. :

SEATTLE, Jan. 17.—During a
shooting affair in a olcal saloon
four shots were fired at a man at
close range. Three were as good
as misses, but the fourth bullet
struck where it would certainly,
have killed had it penetrated.

But it didn't penetrate. It hit;
the man's necktie and stuck there.

The bullet was fired from a Colt
automatic pistol, 38-callber,
smokeless, developing an initial
velocity of nearly a thousand feet
per second and a muzzle energy ot
158 foot-pounds, with a pene'tra*
tion of about four .ineher of soft!
pine. And it was discharged with*
in 20 inches of the breast of tho
man at whom it was fired.

Yet tho necktie stopped the ball.
The projectile that would have
punctured a plank was caught by,
a little wad of silk and cotton.

The why and wherefore of this
seemingly miraculous Incident llea
wrapped up in the mystery of bal-
listics. Nobody knows just why It
is that some soft substances offer
greater resistance to bullets than
harder-ones, but the fact remains
that they do. It seems likely that
the cotton In the necktie had much
to do with saving the life of
George Welch, for cotton batting,
in common with raw silk and
other like substances, possesses a
bullet stopping propensity that
seems rediculous in view of the,
jfuct that it is no trick to run one's
finger through it. In the necktie
in question there were ten thick-
nesses of silk and five layers of
cotton in the knot where the bul-
let lodged.

Every once In a while some
genius anounces that he has in-
vented a bullet-proof Jacket. Thus
far none of these Inventors have
been willing to prove the value ol
his invention by making a target
of himself while wearing it, nev-
ertheless there Is some method In
their madness. Most of them are
working along the lines suggested
by th bullet stopping necktie, and
the jackets they make are, in gen-
eral, composed of many folds ot
padded silk. .\u25a0 .
