MADISON', Wis., March 2*.—

staff how a tuberculin test Is con-
ducted, he promptly tested three
fine cows from the university's
prize herd.

Each cow "reacted." That meant i

that they all had tuberculosis.
Prof. Henry, then dean of the ag-
ricultural college, told the investi-
gator to go ahead and test the
whole herd. More than half of
the herd reacted.

"Kill 'em," said the dean.
A great howl went up all over

the State protesting against this
wanton slaughter of cattle. But
Dean Henry had only begun.

Test Was Conclusive.
"Now kill all the rest of the

cows of the herd," was his or-
der.

There was no other way to es-
tablish beyond question the precise
value of the tuberculin test. If half
of the cows that had not reacted
to the test had been found to be
diseased the tuberculin test would
have been branded as inconclusive.

But all the non-reacting cows,
when killed, proved to be healthy.

That was two decades ago. The
fight is not over yet, but the cam-
paign is moving along. And now
Wisconsin leads all the states in
the-battle for a clean billof health
In tho cow stables.
