windows and demolishing fences
to secure pickets for clubs.

An ammunition wagon with ten
ball cartridges for each soldier
was rushed to the scene of the
riot.

After' the strikers had swept
the police aside the militia ar-
rived and charged the rioters with
fixed bayonets. "Fifty men, women
and children were injured in the
charge and the strikers fled, car-
rying those worst injured with
them.

'1 no orders to charge was Issued
only after police of Lawrence,
Lowell, Lynn and. Haverhill, the
four big Massachusetts factory
towns, had to disperse the rioters,
who were jammed, thousands
strong, about the mills where the
strike is in progress. -.The police
were stoned and forced to retreat
to the yards of the mills, where
they were held prisoners until the
militia arrived.
