“The wives of the strikers at
Lawrence feared for the safety of
their children, so they tried to
gend them out of the strike area,|
an action dictated by humanlt}j
and mother-love. In going to the
depot and buying tickets for their
children to carry them out of the
city they were doing only what
they had a perfect right to do; it,
was a freedom of action guaran-
teed by the constitution of the
United States. ’

“The soldiers, then,
law-breakers, when, led by a
United States marshal, they at-
tacked those women and children,
held them until the train had
pulled out, and clubbed them un-
til the platform was a gory, bloody
shambles.

“The industrial history of)
America is full of similar in-
stances where the militia was

used as the instrument of greed
to oppress labor. I think that the
Lawrence brutalities alone have
proved my case.”
